Bisecting Kreuzberg’s quieter and more bourgeois western section, Bergmannstrasse is a vibrant and colourful strip teeming with fun cafes, indie boutiques and speciality stores anchored by a fabulous food hall. Relax on the leafy hill that gave Kreuzberg its name, then contemplate the resilience of the human spirit at the Berlin Airlift Memorial.

Often overshadowed by Kurfürstendamm to the west and Kreuzberg to the east, Schöneberg deserves the spotlight in its own right. It’s a largely residential but engagingly eclectic neighbourhood where greying suits rub shoulders with party-hearty gays, ex-hippies and Turkish immigrants. Plenty of street cafes provide perfect people-watching perches.

Short on time?

We’ve arranged Berlin’s must-sees into these day-by-day itineraries to make sure you see the very best of the city in the time you have available.




Day One

[image: itinerary-morning-gif] One day in Berlin? Follow this whirlwind itinerary to earn bragging rights for having seen all the key sights. Book ahead for an early lift ride up to the dome of the Reichstag (Click here), then snap a picture of the Brandenburg Gate (Click here) before exploring the maze of the Holocaust Memorial (Click here) and admiring the contemporary architecture of Potsdamer Platz (Click here). Ponder Nazi horrors at the Topographie des Terrors (Click here) and Cold War madness at Checkpoint Charlie (Click here).

[image: itinerary-afternoon-gif] Pop into the Friedrichstadt­passagen (Click here) for a dose of retail therapy before a late lunch at Augustiner am Gendarmenmarkt (Click here). Pick up a chocolate treat at Fassbender & Rausch (Click here), then make your way to Museum Island via Gendarmenmarkt (Click here). Spend at least an hour marvelling at the antique treasures at the Pergamon­museum (Click here), then take a leisurely meander around the Scheunenviertel, perhaps scheduling a coffee break at Barcomi’s Deli (Click here).

[image: itinerary-evening-gif] Come dinnertime, report to Hartweizen (Click here) for superb Italian or Chén Chè (Click here) for Vietnamese, and wrap up the day with drinks at the Neue Odessa Bar (Click here).




Day Two

[image: itinerary-morning-gif] Kick off day two coming to grips with what life in Berlin was like when the Wall still stood at the Gedenkstätte Berliner Mauer (Click here). To intensify the experience, head to Warschauer Strasse U-/S-Bahn station and study the colourful murals decorating the East Side Gallery (Click here), a 1.3km-long stretch of original Wall.

[image: itinerary-afternoon-gif] For lunch, train it back to Alexander­platz and either go hearty at Zur Letzten Instanz (Click here) or healthy at Dolores (Click here). Launch the afternoon’s sightseeing with peeking into daily life east of the Iron Curtain at the DDR Museum (Click here), then digest your impressions on a one-hour river cruise (Click here) around Museum Island. Afterwards, report for your audience with Queen Nefertiti at the stunningly reconstructed Neues Museum (Click here) and perhaps pop into the nearby Humboldt-Box (Click here) to learn about the reconstruction of the Prussian royal city palace taking shape right here.

[image: itinerary-evening-gif] Relax over a memorable meat-free meal at Cookies Cream (Click here) or travel back to the Golden Twenties at the cosy Chamäleon Varieté (Click here).




Day Three

[image: itinerary-morning-gif] Day three starts at Schloss Charlottenburg (Click here), where you shouldn’t miss the Neuer Flügel (New Wing) or a spin around the lovely gardens. Take the U2 from Sophie- Charlotte-Platz to Zoologischer Garten, meditate on the futility of war at the Kaiser-Wilhelm-Gedächtniskirche (Click here) and – assuming it’s not Sunday – satisfy your shopping cravings along Kurfürstendamm. Finish at KaDeWe (Click here) with its mind-boggling food hall.

[image: itinerary-afternoon-gif] Spend part of the afternoon absorbing the boho-bourgeois atmosphere of charismatic Schöneberg (Click here), combing through eclectic boutiques and pausing for a java jolt at Double Eye (Click here). From Kleistpark catch the U7 to Kottbusser Tor then walk down to the canal and – beer in hand at Ankerklause (Click here) – watch the boats puttering along.

[image: itinerary-evening-gif] Dinner options abound around here, be it Defne (Click here) for upmarket Turkish food, Horváth (Click here) for Michelin-starred Austrian delights or Cafe Jacques (Click here) for delicious French-Mediterranean fare. Continue into the night on a bar-hop around Kott­busser Tor (Click here) or, in fine weather, by heading to Club der Visionäre (Click here).




Day Four

[image: itinerary-morning-gif] Pinpoint landmarks you’ve visited on your first three days from the lofty perch of the Panoramapunkt (Click here) at Potsdamer Platz before moving on to the Gemäldegalerie (Click here), a vast museum chock-full with five centuries of paintings by Europe’s greatest Old Masters – Rembrandt to Botticelli to Gainsborough.

[image: itinerary-afternoon-gif] After lunch at Qiu (Click here), hop on the U2 and train it to Eberswalder Strasse to embark on a saunter around boho-chic and beautifully gentrified Prenzlauer Berg. Check out the shops and ornate townhouses lining Kollwitz­platz (Click here) before resting over coffee and cake at Kaffee Pakolat (Click here). In the mood for more shopping? The indie boutiques and Berlin designer stores along Kastanien­allee and Oderberger Strasse should easily hold your interest for another hour or two.

[image: itinerary-evening-gif] Ring in the evening with a cold Pilsner under the chestnut trees at Prater (Click here), Berlin’s oldest beer garden. Have a sausage here or enjoy a proper German meal around the corner at Oderquelle (Click here) before heading over to the Kulturbrauerei (Click here) to catch a concert or play, go dancing or watch a movie.

Berlin’s central train station is served by buses and U-Bahn and S-Bahn trains.




[image: bullet-3-lge-gif] Getting Around

Berlin has an extensive and fairly reliable public transport system consisting of the U-Bahn (underground/subway), S-Bahn (light rail), buses and trams. One ticket is good for all forms of transport. For trip planning, see www.bvg.de.

U-Bahn

The most efficient way to travel around Berlin is by U-Bahn, which runs from 4am until about 12.30am and throughout the night on Friday, Saturday and public holidays (all lines except the U4 and U55).

S-Bahn

S-Bahn trains make fewer stops than U-Bahns and are therefore handy for longer distances, but they don’t run as frequently. Operating hours are the same.

[image: headingiconbusgif] Bus

Buses are slower but offer good views. Most run frequently between 4.30am and 12.30am. From Sunday to Thursday, night buses running every 30 minutes take over in intervening hours. MetroBuses (M1, M19) operate 24/7.

[image: headingicontramgif] Tram

Trams only operate in the eastern districts. Trams designated M1, M2, etc run 24/7.

[image: headingiconcyclegif] Bicycle

Great for exploring neighbourhoods, cycling is hugely popular in Berlin, which has over 150km of dedicated bike paths. Bikes may be taken into designated carriages of the U-Bahn and S-Bahn. Rental stations are plentiful.

Taxis are fairly inexpensive and come in handy at night when public transport is less frequent. Heavy traffic makes cabs less efficient in the daytime.

Not required for citizens of the EU, the USA, Canada, Australia and New Zealand (among others) for tourist stays of up to three months.

Money

ATMs widespread. Cash is king in Berlin; credit cards are not widely used.

Mobile Phones

Mobile phones operate on GSM900/1800. If your home country uses a different standard, you’ll need a multiband GSM phone. Local SIM cards can be used in European and Australian phones.

Time

Central European Time (GMT/UTC plus one hour).

Plugs & Adaptors

Two-pin plugs running at 230V Ac, 50 Hz. Transformers needed for 110V appliances.

Tipping

Servers 10%, bartenders 5%, taxi drivers 10%, porters €1 to €2 per bag.

It’s been burned, bombed, rebuilt, buttressed by the Berlin Wall, wrapped in fabric and, finally, adorned with a glass dome: the Reichstag, one of Berlin’s most iconic buildings and seat of the German parliament (Bundestag). Nearby, the Brandenburg Gate gives way to Unter den Linden, Berlin’s most elegant boulevard, which flaunts its Prussian pedigree with pride.

The Sights in a Day

Back on solid ground, walk a few steps south to snap a classic picture of the Brandenburg Gate (Click here), then get lost in the haunting maze of the Holocaust Memorial (Click here). Ponder the source of such evil on the site of Hitler’s bunker (Click here) before strolling over to the Friedrichstadtpassagen (Click here) for some retail therapy, then lunch at Augustiner am Gendarmenmarkt (Click here).

[image: itinerary-afternoon-gif] Grab a sweet chocolate treat at Fassbender & Rausch (Click here), take in the architectural harmony of the Gendarmenmarkt (Click here) and follow Friedrichstrasse to Unter den Linden. Head east past Prussian-era beauties for an immersion in German history at the Deutsches Historisches Museum (Click here). If you still have the time and energy, cap off the afternoon with a spin around the Tränenpalast (Click here).

The nexus of German political power snuggles neatly into the Spreebogen, a horseshoe-shaped bend in the Spree River. The historic anchor of the federal government quarter is the glass-domed Reichstag that once rubbed against the western side of the Berlin Wall. It now forms part of the Band des Bundes (Ribbon of Federal Buildings), a series of glass-and-concrete buildings that symbolically link the former East and West Berlin across the Spree. North of the river looms the solar-panelled Hauptbahnhof (central train station).

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Don’t Miss

Reichstag Building

The four corner towers and mighty facade with the bronze dedication ‘Dem Deutschen Volke’ (To the German People; added in 1916) are the only original sections of the 1894 Reichstag. Lord Norman Foster, the architectural mastermind of the building’s post-reunification makeover, preserved only the historical shell while adding the sparkling glass dome, Berlin’s newest symbol.

Reichstag Dome

Whoever said the best things in life are free might have been thinking of the lift ride up to the rooftop of the Reichstag. Enjoy the knockout views, then pick up a free auto-activated audio­guide and learn about the building, Berlin landmarks and the workings of the Bundestag while following the ramp spiralling up and around the dome’s mirror-clad funnel.

Bundeskanzleramt

Germany’s chancellor keeps his or her office in the H-shaped Federal Chancellery designed by Axel Schultes and Charlotte Frank. From Moltkebrücke bridge or the northern Spree River promenade you can best appreciate the circular openings that inspired the building’s nickname, ‘washing machine’. Eduardo Chillida’s rusted-steel  Berlin sculpture graces the forecourt.

Paul-Löbe-Haus

This vast glass-and-concrete building houses offices for the Bundestag’s parliamentary committees. In a visual symbol of reunification, a double footbridge links the building across the Spree to the Marie-Elisabeth-Lüders-Haus, home to the parliamentary library.

› Free multilingual audio­guides are available on the roof terrace.

The Käfer Dachgarten Restaurant ([image: iconphonegif] 2262 9933; www.feinkost-kaefer.de/dachgarten_restaurant; mains lunch €16-24, dinner €25-30) on the Reichstag roof terrace serves gourmet meals; book at least two weeks in advance.

The nearest casual meal is at Berlin Pavillon (www.berlin-pavillon.de; Scheidemannstrasse 1; mains €2.50-9), a cafeteria/beer garden on the edge of the Tiergarten.

U-/S-Bahn Brandenburger Tor



A symbol of division during the Cold War, the landmark Brandenburg Gate (Brandenburger Tor) now epitomises German reunification and often serves as a photogenic backdrop for festivals, mega-concerts and New Year’s Eve parties. Carl Gotthard Langhans found inspiration in the Acropolis in Athens for the elegant triumphal arch, completed in 1791 as the royal city gate. It stands sentinel over Pariser Platz, a harmoniously proportioned square once again framed by embassies and bank buildings as it was during its 19th-century heyday.

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Don’t Miss

Quadriga

Crowning the Brandenburg Gate is Johann Gottfried Schadow’s impressive sculpture of the winged goddess of victory piloting a chariot drawn by four horses. After trouncing Prussia in 1806, Napoleon kidnapped the lady and held her hostage in Paris until she was freed by a gallant Prussian general in 1815.

Hotel Adlon

A near-replica of the 1907 original, the Adlon is Berlin’s poshest hotel. In 1932 the movie  Grand Hotel, starring Greta Garbo as a washed-up ballerina, was filmed here. Now called the Adlon Kempinksi, the hotel is still a favourite haunt of the famous, powerful and eccentric. Remember Michael Jackson dangling his baby out the window? It happened at the Adlon.

Museum The Kennedys

Set up like a walk-through family album, this intimate, nonpolitical museum (adult/concession €7/3.50; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm) trains the spotlight on US president John F Kennedy, who has held a special place in German hearts since his  ‘Ich bin ein Berliner! ’ solidarity speech in 1963. Besides photographs, there are various relics, including Jackie’s Persian lamb pillbox hat and a hilarious  Superman comic edition starring the president.

DZ Bank

California-based deconstructivist Frank Gehry masterminded the headquarters of this bank, which packs a visual punch past those bland doors. You’ll only get as far as the foyer (open weekdays) but that’s enough for a glimpse of the glass-covered atrium with its bizarre free-form sculpture that’s actually a conference room.

› Pick up maps and information at the tourist office in the gate’s south wing.

› For a few quiet minutes, pop into the nondenominational meditation room in the gate’s north wing.

It took 17 years of discussion, planning and construction, but on 10 May 2005 the Memorial to the Murdered Jews of Europe was officially dedicated. Colloquially known as the Holocaust Memorial, it’s Germany’s central memorial to the Nazi-planned genocide during the Third Reich. For a space the size of a football field, New York architect Peter Eisenman created 2711 sarcophagi-like stelae rising up in sombre silence from undulating ground. You’re free to access this labyrinth at any point and make your individual journey through it.

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Don’t Miss

Field of Stelae

At first, Peter Eisenman’s massive grid of concrete columns of equal size but various heights may seem austere and unemotional, but take time to feel the coolness of the stone and contemplate the interplay of light and shadow. Then plunge into this maze of narrow passageways and give yourself over to a metaphorical sense of disorientation, confusion and claustrophobia.

Ort der Information

If the memorial itself feels rather abstract, the Information Centre movingly lifts the veil of anonymity from the six million Holocaust victims. A graphic timeline of Jewish persecution during the Third Reich is followed by a series of rooms documenting the fates of individuals and families. Poignant and heart-wrenching, these exhibits will leave no one untouched.

Room of Names

In this darkened and most visceral room in the Information Centre, the names and years of birth and death of Jewish victims are projected onto all four walls while a solemn voice reads their short biographies. It takes almost seven years to commemorate all known victims in this fashion.

Homosexuellen Denkmal

In June 2008, the unveiling of the Homosexual Memorial trained the spotlight on the tremendous persecution and suffering of Europe’s gay community under the Nazis. Across from the Holocaust Memorial, it’s a freestanding 4m-high off-kilter concrete cube designed by Danish-Norwegian artists Michael Elmgreen and Ingar Dragset. A looped video plays through a warped, narrow window.

Berlin’s most graceful square is bookended by the domed German and French cathedrals and punctuated by the grandly porticoed Konzerthaus Berlin (Concert Hall Berlin; Click here). It was named for the Gens d’Armes, an 18th-century Prussian regiment consisting of French Huguenot immigrants whose story is chronicled in a museum inside the French Dome; climb the tower for grand views of historic Berlin. The Reichstag in History

Germany’s federal parliament building has witnessed many milestones in the country’s history. After WWI, Philipp Scheidemann proclaimed the German Republic from one of its windows. The Reichstag fire in February 1933 allowed Adolf Hitler to blame the communists and helped catapult him to power. A dozen years later, victorious Red Army troops raised the Soviet flag on the bombed-out building, which stood damaged and empty on the western side of the Berlin Wall throughout the Cold War.

In the ’80s, megastars such as David Bowie, Pink Floyd and Michael Jackson performed concerts in front of the building. After the collapse of the Berlin Wall, reunification was enacted in the Reichstag in 1990. Five years later, it made headlines again when the artist couple Christo and Jeanne-Claude wrapped it in fabric. Lord Norman Foster began renovations shortly thereafter.

This columned, temple-like structure, designed by Karl Friedrich Schinkel in 1818, was originally a Prussian royal guardhouse and is now an anti-war memorial. At its centre is Käthe Kollwitz’ heart-wrenching sculpture of a mother cradling her dead soldier son. Buried beneath are the remains of an unknown soldier, a resistance fighter and soil from nine European battlefields and concentration camps. Berlin Under the Swastika

The rise to power of Adolf Hitler and the NSDAP (Nazi Party) in January 1933 had instant and far-reaching consequences for all of Germany. Within three months, all non-Nazi parties, organisations and labour unions had been outlawed and many political opponents, intellectuals and artists detained without trial. Jews, of course, were a main target from the start but the horror escalated during the Kristallnacht pogroms on 9 November 1938, when Nazi thugs desecrated, burned and demolished synagogues and Jewish cemeteries, property and businesses across the country. Jews had begun to emigrate after 1933, but this event set off a stampede.

The fate of those Jews who stayed behind is well known: the systematic, bureaucratic and meticulously documented annihilation in death camps, mostly in Nazi-occupied territories in Eastern Europe. Sinti and Roma (gypsies), political opponents, priests, gays and habitual criminals were targeted as well. Of the roughly seven million people who were sent to concentration camps, only 500,000 survived.

The Battle of Berlin

With the Normandy invasion of June 1944, Allied troops arrived in formidable force on the European mainland, supported by unrelenting air raids on Berlin and most other German cities. The final Battle of Berlin began in mid-April 1945 with 1.5 million Soviet troops barrelling towards the city from the east. On 30 April, when the fighting reached the government quarter, Hitler and his long-time companion Eva Braun committed suicide in their bunker. As their bodies were burning, Red Army soldiers raised the Soviet flag above the Reichstag.

Defeat & Aftermath

The Battle of Berlin ended on 2 May, with Germany’s unconditional surrender following six days later. The fighting had taken an enormous toll on Berlin and its people. Much of the city lay in smouldering rubble and at least 125,000 Berliners had lost their lives. In July 1945, the leaders of the Allies met in Potsdam to carve up Germany and Berlin into four zones of occupation controlled by Britain, the USA, the USSR and France.

Bertolt Brecht

Internationally most famous for his 1928 musical play  Die Dreigroschenoper (Threepenny Opera), Bertolt Brecht (1898–1956) is Germany’s most controversial 20th-century poet and playwright. His greatest contribution to drama theory is his creation of ‘epic theatre’ which, unlike ‘dramatic theatre’, forces its audience to detach itself emotionally from the play and its characters.

A staunch Marxist, Brecht wrote many of his best plays while in exile in Los Angeles during the Nazi years, most notably  Mother Courage and Her Children (1941) and  The Good Woman of Setzuan (1943). He returned to East Berlin in 1949 where he founded the Berliner Ensemble with his wife, actress Helene Weigel.

Berlin’s top tourist attraction, the Pergamonmuseum is an Aladdin’s cave of treasures that opens up a fascinating window into the ancient world. Inside the palatial three-wing complex, custom-built on Museum Island and open since 1930, awaits a rich feast of classical sculpture and monumental architecture from Greece, Rome, Babylon and the Middle East, most famously the namesake altar from Pergamon. Most of it was excavated and spirited to Berlin by German archaeologists at the turn of the 20th century.

Pergamon Altar
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Don’t Miss

Pergamon Altar

The museum’s namesake cuts a commanding presence in the first hall you enter. This massive 2nd-century-BC marble shrine hails from the Greek metropolis of Pergamon (now Bergama in Turkey) and centres on a steep and wide staircase. Climb up to a colonnaded courtyard adorned with a vivid frieze featuring episodes from the life of Telephos, Pergamon’s mythical founder.

Pergamon Frieze

Reconstructed along the walls of the altar hall is another, even more impressive, frieze. About 113m long, it shows the gods locked in an epic battle with the giants. It was originally a painted and gilded band wrapped around the entire shrine. The anatomical detail, the emotional intensity and the dramatic composition of the figures show Hellenic art at its finest.

Pergamon Panorama

Yadegar Asisi’s dizzyingly detailed 360-degree 25m-high Pergamon Panorama (www.pergamon-panorama.de; adult/concession €13/8.50, combination tickets available; [image: iconhoursgif] 9am-6pm, to 9pm Thu) helps you visualise antique Pergamon on a random day in 129 AD. Barking dogs, chirping birds and a day-to-night simulation enhance the theatrical experience that’s on view in its own temporary rotunda in the museum’s forecourt until 30 September 2012.

Pergamon Special Exhibit

Also until September 2012, rarely exhibited sculptures, mosaics, tools, musical instruments and other objects illustrate way stations and aspects of ancient Pergamon. Life under Greek, Roman and Attalid rule; the cult around Athena; temples and sanctuaries and funeral rites are all addressed.

Market Gate of Miletus

Merchants and customers once flooded through this splendid 17m-high gate into the bustling market square of Miletus, a key Roman trading town in today’s Turkey. Destroyed by an earthquake in the 11th century, the richly decorated marble gate blends Greek and Roman design features and was probably built to welcome Emperor Hadrian on his 126 AD visit to Miletus.

Ishtar Gate

Expect your jaw to drop as you face the magnificence of the reconstructed Babylonian town gate, Processional Way and facade of the throne hall of its builder, King Nebuchadnezzar II (604–562 BC). Walls are sheathed in radiant blue and ochre glazed bricks with friezes of strutting lions, bulls and dragons representing Babylonian gods. They’re so striking you can almost imagine hearing the roaring and fanfare.

Stela of Hammurabi

Back in the 18th century BC, King Hammurabi of Babylon decided to assert his royal authority by having his law decrees carved into an imposing stela (upright stone slab), a copy of which anchors the Babylonian Hall. Despite

Museum Island Master Plan

The Pergamonmuseum is part of Museum Island (Museumsinsel), a cluster of five repositories that collectively became a Unesco World Heritage Site in 1999. The distinction was at least partly achieved because of a master plan that will link four of the five buildings by a subterranean passageway decorated with archaeological objects. Masterminded by British architect David Chipperfield, the complex will eventually be entered through a colonnaded modern foyer named for early-20th-century German-Jewish philanthropist James Simon. their ancient pedigree, some of the phrases are still heard today, including ‘an eye for an eye; a tooth for a tooth’.

Caliph’s Palace of Mshatta

When Ottoman Sultan Abdul Hamid II wanted to get into Emperor Wilhelm II’s good graces, he gave him a most generous gift: the facade of the 8th-century palace of Mshatta in today’s Jordan. A masterpiece of early Islamic art, it depicts animals and mythical creatures frolicking peacefully amid a riot of floral motifs in an allusion to the Garden of Eden.

Aleppo Room

Guests arriving in this richly painted, wood-panelled reception room would have had no doubt of the wealth and power of its owner, a Christian merchant in 17th-century Aleppo, Syria. The beautiful, if dizzying, decorations combine Islamic floral and geometric motifs with courtly scenes and Christian themes. Look closely to make out  The Last Supper to the right of the central door.

Rock Crystal Ewer

Glass breaks all too easily, which is what makes this 1000-year-old perfectly preserved rock crystal ewer from Egypt such a rare and special piece. Note the finely balanced shape and the intricate decoration featuring chained cheetahs, a symbol of the Fatimid caliphs. The enamelled gold encasing was added in the 19th century.

David Chipperfield’s reconstruction of the bombed-out New Museum on Museum Island is the new home of the show-stopping Egyptian Museum (headlined by Queen Nefertiti) and the equally enthralling Museum of Pre- and Early History. Like a giant jigsaw puzzle, the British star architect incorporated every original shard, scrap and brick he could find into the new structure. This brilliant blend of the historic and modern creates a dynamic space that beautifully juxtaposes massive stairwells, domed rooms, muralled halls and high ceilings.

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Don’t Miss

Nefertiti

An audience with Berlin’s most beautiful woman, the 3330-year-old Queen Nefertiti – she of the long graceful neck and timeless good looks – is a must. The bust was part of the treasure trove unearthed by a Berlin expedition of archaeologists around 1912 while sifting through the sands of Armana, the royal city built by Nefertiti’s husband, King Akhenaten.

Berliner Goldhut

Resembling a wizard’s hat, the 3000-year-old Berlin Gold Hat must indeed have struck the Bronze Age people as something magical. The entire cone is swathed in elaborate bands of astrological symbols believed to have helped priests calculate the movements of sun and moon and thus predict the best times for planting and harvesting. It’s one of only four unearthed worldwide.

Berlin Grüner Kopf

A key item from the Late Egyptian Period, which shows Greek influence, is the so-called Berlin ‘Green Head’ (c 400 BC), the bald head of a priest carved from smooth green stone. Unusual for art from this period, the sculptor did not create a realistic portrait of a specific person but rather sought to convey universal wisdom and experience.

Trojan Collection

Three humble-looking silver jars are the star exhibits among the Trojan antiquities discovered by archaeologist Heinrich Schliemann in 1870 near Hisarlik in today’s Turkey. Many other objects on display, including elaborate jewellery, ornate weapons and gold mugs, are replicas since the originals were looted by the Soviets after WWII and remain in Moscow to this day.

Reconstruction of the Berlin City Palace

Starting in 2014, Germany’s most ambitious, costly and controversial cultural construction project will kick off on Schlossplatz: the rebuilding of the Berlin City Palace that stood in the vast empty space (now overlooked by the Humboldt-Box) for nearly 500 years. Although barely war-damaged, the East German government demolished it in 1951 and replaced it with an asbestos-riddled multipurpose hall called Palace of the Republic, which itself met the wrecking ball in 2008. The future doppelgänger palace, which will have a historical facade coupled with a modern interior, will house a cultural centre known as Humboldt-Forum.

This oddly shaped structure offers a sneak preview of the planned reconstruction of the Berlin City Palace, to be known as Humboldt-Forum. The Box displays teasers from each future resident – the Ethnological Museum, the Museum of Asian Art and the Central Library – along with a fantastically detailed model of the historic city centre. Red Berlin: Life in the GDR

Two Germanys

The formal division of Germany in 1949 resulted in the western zones becoming the Bundesrepublik Deutschland (BRD; Federal Republic of Germany, FRG) with Bonn as its capital, and the Soviet zone morphing into the Deutsche Demokratische Republik (DDR; German Democratic Republic, GDR) with East Berlin as its capital. Despite the latter’s name, only one party – the Sozialistische Einheitspartei Deutschlands (SED; Socialist Unity Party of Germany) – controlled all policy until 1989.

The Stasi

In order to oppress any opposition, the GDR government established the Ministry for State Security (Stasi) in 1950 and put millions of its own citizens under surveillance. Tactics included wire-tapping, videotape observation and the opening of private mail. Real or suspected regime critics often ended up in Stasi-run prisons. The organisation grew steadily in power and size, and by the end had 91,000 official full-time employees plus 173,000 informants. The latter were recruited among regular folk to spy on their co-workers, friends, family and neighbours as well as on people in West Germany.

Economic Woes & the Wall

While West Germany blossomed in the 1950s, thanks to the US- sponsored Marshall Plan economic aid package, East Germany stagnated, partly because of the Soviets’ continued policy of asset stripping and reparation payments. As the economic gulf widened, scores of mostly young and educated East Germans decided to seek a future in the west, further straining the economy and leading to the construction of the Berlin Wall in 1961 to stop the exodus. (Read more about it on Click here.)

The appointment of Erich Honecker in 1971 opened the way for rapprochement with the west. Honecker fell in line with Soviet politics but his economic approach did improve the East German economy, eventually leading to the collapse of the regime and the fall of the Berlin Wall in November 1989.

When the Picture Gallery, Berlin’s grand survey of Old Masters, opened in its custom-built Kultur­forum space in 1998, it marked the happy reunion of an outstanding collection of European paintings separated by the Cold War for half a century. About 1500 works span the arc of artistic vision between the 13th and 18th centuries. Rooms radiating out from the football-field-sized central foyer brim with key canvases by Rembrandt, Titian, Goya, Botticelli, Holbein, Gainsborough, Canaletto, Hals, Rubens, Vermeer and other heavy hitters.

Amor Victorius (1602–03)

Room XIV

That’s quite a cheeky fellow peering down on viewers, isn’t it? Wearing nothing but a mischievous grin and a pair of black angel wings, with a fistful of arrows, this Amor means business. In this famous painting, Caravaggio shows off his amazing talent at depicting objects with near-photographic realism achieved by his ingeniously theatrical use of light and shadow.

Dutch Proverbs (1559)

Room 7

In this moralistic yet humorous painting, Dutch Renaissance painter Pieter Bruegel the Elder manages to illustrate over 100 proverbs and idioms in a single seaside village scene. While some emphasise the absurdity of human behaviour, others unmask its imprudence and sinfulness. Some sayings are still in use today, among them ‘swimming against the tide’ and ‘armed to the teeth’.

Portrait of Hieronymus Holzschuher (1526)

Room 2

Hieronymus Holzschuher was a Nuremberg patrician, a career politician and a strong supporter of the Reformation. He was also a friend of one of the greatest German Renaissance painters, Albrecht Dürer. In this portrait, which shows its sitter at age 57, the artist brilliantly lasers in on Holzschuher’s features with utmost precision, down to the furrows, wrinkles and thinning hair.

Woman with a Pearl Necklace (1662–64)

Room 18

No, it’s not the  Girl with a Pearl Earring of book and movie fame, but it’s still one of Jan Vermeer’s most famous paintings: a young woman studies herself in the mirror while fastening a pearl necklace. A top dog among Dutch Realist painters, Vermeer mesmerises viewers by beautifully capturing this intimate moment with characteristic soft brushstrokes.

Fountain of Youth (1546)

Room III

Lucas Cranach the Elder’s poignant painting illustrates humankind’s yearning for eternal youth. Old crones plunge into a pool of water and emerge as dashing hotties – this fountain would surely put plastic surgeons out of business. The transition is also reflected in the landscape, which is stark and craggy on the left, and lush and fertile on the right.

Malle Babbe (1633)

Room 13

Frans Hals ingeniously captures the character and vitality of his subject, ‘Crazy Barbara’, with free-wielding brushstroke. Hals met the lady with the almost demonic laugh in the workhouse for the mentally ill where his son Pieter was also a resident. The tin mug and owl are symbols of Babbe’s fondness for tipple.

Leda with the Swan (1532)

Room XVI

Judging by her blissed-out expression, Leda is having a fine time with that swan who, according to Greek mythology, is none other than Zeus himself. The erotically charged nature of this painting by Italian Renaissance artist Correggio apparently so incensed Louis, duke of Orleans, that he cut off Leda’s head with a knife. It was later restored by Jacob Schlesinger.

Portrait of a Young Lady (1470)

Room 4

Berlin’s own ‘Mona Lisa’ may not be as famous as the real thing but she’s quite intriguing nonetheless. Who is this woman with the almond-shaped eyes and porcelain skin who gazes straight at us with a blend of sadness and scepticism? This famous portrait is a key work by Petrus Christus and his only one depicting a woman.

Madonna with Child and Singing Angels (1477)

Room XVIII

Renaissance artist Sandro Botticelli’s circular painting (a format called a  tondo) is a symmetrical composition showing Mary at the centre flanked by two sets of four wingless angels. It’s an intimate moment that shows the Virgin tenderly embracing – perhaps even about to breastfeed – her child. The white lilies are symbols of her purity.

Mennonite Minister Cornelius Claesz Anslo (1641)

Room X

A masterpiece in the gallery’s prized Rembrandt collection, this large-scale canvas shows the cloth merchant and Mennonite preacher Anslo in conversation with his wife. The huge open Bible and his gesturing hand sticking out in almost 3D style from the centre of the painting are meant to emphasise the strength of his religious convictions.

Portrait of John Wilkinson (1775)

Room 20

Works by Thomas Gainsborough are rarely seen outside the UK, which is what makes this portrait of British industrialist John Wilkinson so special. Nicknamed ‘Iron Mad Wilkinson’ for pioneering the making and use of cast iron, here he is – somewhat ironically – shown in a natural setting, almost blending in with his surroundings.

Il Campo di Rialto (1758–63)

Room XII

Giovanni Antonio Canal, aka Canaletto, studied painting in the workshop of his theatre-set designer father. Here he depicts the Campo di Rialto, the arcaded main market square of his hometown Venice, with stunning precision and perspective. Note the goldsmith shops on the left, the wig-wearing merchants in the centre and the stores selling paintings and furniture on the right.

Potsdamer Platz 2.0 is essentially a modern reinterpretation of the historic original, which was the equivalent of New York’s Times Square until WWII sucked all life out of the area. It’s divided into three slices: DaimlerCity with a large mall, public art and high-profile entertainment venues; the flashy Sony Center built around a central plaza canopied by a glass roof that shimmers in myriad colours at night; and the comparatively subdued Beisheim Center, which was inspired by classic American skyscraper design.

Panoramapunkt

Europe’s fastest lift (www.panoramapunkt.de; Potsdamer Platz 1; adult/concession €5.50/4; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-8pm) yo-yos up and down the red-brick post-modern Kollhof Building. From the 100m viewing platform, a stunning 360-degree panorama reveals the city layout and its landmarks. Study key moments in Potsdamer Platz history by taking in the exhibit, then relax over coffee in the on-site cafe.

Sony Center

Helmut Jahn’s visually dramatic Sony Center is fronted by a 26-floor glass-and-steel tower that integrates rare relics from the pre-war Potsdamer Platz. These include a section of facade of the Hotel Esplanade and the opulent Kaisersaal hall, whose 75m move to its current location required some wizardly technology. Enjoy a spot of people-watching in the cafe-flanked central plaza.

Museum für Film und Fernsehen

This Sony Center museum (www.deutsche-kinemathek.de; adult/concession €6/4.50; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue, Wed & Fri-Sun, to 8pm Thu) charts milestones in German film and TV history. The most engaging galleries are those dedicated to pioneers such as Fritz Lang, groundbreaking movies such as Leni Riefenstahl’s  Olympia, German exiles in Hollywood and diva extraordinaire Marlene Dietrich.

Weinhaus Huth

The 1912 Weinhaus Huth, one of the first steel-frame buildings in town, was the only Potsdamer Platz structure to survive WWII intact. On the top floor, the DaimlerContemporary (www.sammlung.daimler.com; admission free; [image: iconhoursgif] 11am-6pm) showcases international abstract, conceptual and minimalist art. Ring the bell to be buzzed in.

Kulturforum Museums

Checkpoint Charlie was the principal gateway for Allies, other non-Germans and diplomats between the two Berlins from 1961 to 1990. Unfortunately, this potent symbol of the Cold War has become a tacky tourist trap where uniformed actors pose for tips in front of a replica guardhouse, although the free open-air exhibit chronicling Cold War history is one redeeming aspect. The Berlin Wall

It’s more than a tad ironic that Berlin’s most popular tourist attraction is one that no longer exists. For 28 years the Berlin Wall, the most potent symbol of the Cold War, divided not only a city but the world.

The Beginning

Shortly after midnight on 13 August 1961, East German soldiers and police began rolling out miles of barbed wire that would soon be replaced with prefabricated concrete slabs. The Wall was a desperate measure launched by the German Democratic Republic (GDR) government to stop the sustained brain and brawn drain the country had experienced since its 1949 founding. Some 3.6 million people had already headed to western Germany, putting the GDR on the brink of economic and political collapse.

The Physical Border

Euphemistically called the ‘Anti-Fascist Protection Barrier’, the Berlin Wall was continually reinforced and refined. In the end, it was a complex border-security system consisting of two walls hemming in a ‘death strip’ riddled with trenches, floodlights, attack dogs, electrified alarm fences and watchtowers staffed by guards with shoot-to-kill orders.

Nearly 100,000 GDR citizens tried to escape, many using spectacular contraptions like homemade hot-air balloons or U-boats. There are no exact numbers, but it is believed that hundreds died in the process.

The End

The Wall’s demise came as unexpectedly as its creation. Once again the GDR was losing its people in droves, this time via Hungary, which had opened its borders with Austria. Major demonstrations in East Berlin culminated in early November 1989 when half a million people gathered on Alexanderplatz. Something had to give. It did on 9 November, when a GDR spokesperson mistakenly announced during a press conference on live TV that all travel restrictions to the West would be lifted. Immediately. Amid scenes of wild partying, the two Berlins came together again.

Today, only about 1.5km of the Berlin Wall still stands, while a double row of cobblestones embedded in the pavement traces its course.

Getting There

The museum is about 1km south of Checkpoint Charlie.

U-Bahn From Kochstrasse station (U6) walk east on Kochstrasse, turn right on Markgrafenstrasse and right again on Lindenstrasse.



In a landmark building by American-Polish architect Daniel Libeskind, Berlin’s Jewish Museum offers a chronicle of trials and triumphs in 2000 years of German-Jewish history. The exhibit smoothly navigates through all major periods, from the Romans and the Middle Ages to the Age of Enlightenment and the community’s renaissance today. Find out about Jewish cultural contributions, holiday traditions, the difficult road to emancipation and outstanding individuals such as philosopher Moses Mendelssohn, jeans inventor Levi Strauss and painter Felix Nussbaum.

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Don’t Miss

The Building

Daniel Libeskind’s stunning structure is essentially a 3D metaphor for the tortured history of the Jewish people. Its zigzag outline symbolises a broken Star of David; its silvery zinc walls are sharply angled; and instead of windows there are only small gashes piercing the gleaming facade.

Axes

The visual allegory continues inside, where a steep staircase descends to three intersecting walkways – called ‘axes’ – representing the fates of Jews during the Nazi years: death, exile and continuity. Only the latter leads to the exhibit.

Schalechet (Fallen Leaves)

Menashe Kadishman’s art installation is one of the museum’s most poignant. More than 10,000 open-mouthed faces cut from rusty iron plates lie scattered on the floor in an ocean of silent screams. The space itself, a claustrophobic cement-walled enclosure that Libeskind calls a Memory Void, is a metaphor for the loss of the murdered Jews of Europe.

Moses Mendelssohn Exhibit

Philosopher Moses Mendelssohn (1729–86) was a key figure in the Jewish Enlightenment. His progressive thinking and lobbying paved the way for the Emancipation Edict of 1812, which made Jews full Prussian citizens with equal rights.

Max Liebermann Self-Portrait

Max Liebermann (1847–1935) was Germany’s most famous impressionist and co-founder of the Berlin Secession movement. This painting shows the Jewish artist as an old man in 1929, wearing his signature panama hat.

Getting There

The Bergmannkiez is in the western part of Kreuzberg.

U-Bahn To start the itinerary, get off at Gneisenaustrasse (U7). When you’re done, Mehringdamm station (U7) is closest.



One of Berlin’s most charismatic neighbourhoods, the Bergmannkiez in gentrified western Kreuzberg is named for its main shopping strip, the Bergmannstrasse, which is chock-a-block with people-watching cafes and quirky shops. Nearby, the decommissioned Tempelhof airport saw its finest hour during the 1948 Berlin Blockade. Above it all ‘soars’ the Kreuzberg hill, Berlin’s highest natural elevation and a wonderful summertime play zone.

[image: Number 1] Marheineke Markthalle

Thanks to a substantial renovation, the historic Marheineke Market Hall (www.meine-markthalle.de; Marheinekeplatz; [image: iconhoursgif] 8am-8pm Mon-Fri, to 6pm Sat) has traded its grungy 19th-century charm for bright and modern digs. Its aisles now brim with vendors plying everything from organic sausages to handmade cheeses, artisanal honey and other delicious bounty.

For a delicious sit-down meal, make a beeline for Neubau (www.neubau-restaurant.de; Bergmannstrasse 5; 2-course lunch €10, 3-course dinner €28; [image: iconhoursgif] lunch & dinner Mon-Sat), where classic German comfort food gets a progressive twist that goes well with the airy, modern dining room.

On Saturday mornings the entire neighbourhood turns out for Berlin’s longest-running organic farmers market held on pretty Chamissoplatz, framed by stately 19th-century townhouses. With cobbled streets, old-timey lanterns and even an octagonal  pissoir, the entire square looks virtually unchanged a century on.

[image: Number 4] Luftbrückendenkmal

The Airlift Memorial outside the former Tempelhof airport honours those who participated in keeping the city fed and free during the 1948 Berlin Blockade. The trio of spikes represents the three air corridors used by the Western Allies, while the plinth bears the names of the 79 people who died in this colossal effort.

[image: Number 5] Viktoriapark

Take a break in this rambling park draped over the 66m-high Kreuzberg hill, home to a vineyard, a waterfall and a pompous memorial commemorating Napoleon’s 1815 defeat. In summer, laid-back locals arrive to chill, tan or enjoy beers at Golgatha (www.golgatha-berlin.de, in German; Dudenstrasse 48-64; [image: iconhoursgif] from 10am Apr-Sep), the park’s classic beer garden.

[image: Number 6] Yorckschlösschen

Cosy and knick-knack-laden, Yorckschlösschen (www.yorckschloesschen.de; Yorckstrasse 15; [image: iconhoursgif] from 5pm Mon-Sat, 10am Sun; [image: iconwifigif] ) is a Kreuzberg institution that has plied an all-ages, all-comers crowd of jazz and blues lovers with tunes and booze for over a century. There’s live music several times weekly, cold beer on tap and German comfort food till 1am.

Day after day, night after night, a motley crowd of tattooed scenesters, ‘tie’d-up’ office jockeys, noisy schoolkids and savvy tourists wait their turn at Curry 36 (Mehringdamm 36; sausages around €2; [image: iconhoursgif] 9am-5am). Considered one of the top Currywurst purveyors in town, this once-humble-gone-high-tech stand has been frying ’em up since the days when Madonna was singing about virgins.

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Scheunenviertel & Around



The Scheunenviertel (Barn Quarter) is one of Berlin’s oldest, most charismatic neighbourhoods. Embark on an aimless wander and you’ll constantly stumble upon enchanting surprises: here an idyllic courtyard or bleeding-edge gallery, there a fashion-forward boutique or belle époque ballroom. Since reunification, the Scheunenviertel has also reprised its historic role as Berlin’s main Jewish Quarter.

Stretching along Bernauer Strasse between Gartenstrasse and Ackerstrasse, the Berlin Wall Memorial is the central memorial site of German division. This is the only place where you can see how all the elements of the Wall and the ‘death strip’ fit together and learn how the border was enlarged and perfected over time (Click here). The indoor-outdoor installation vividly illustrates the role of the Wall in solidifying the GDR government’s power. Several famous escape attempts took place along Bernauer Strasse.

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Don’t Miss

National Monument

Honouring the memory of Berlin Wall victims is a 70m section of original wall bounded by two rusted steel flanks. Beyond is a reconstructed ‘death strip’ complete with a sandy path once patrolled by motorised guards, the lamps that bathed it in fierce light at night, and a guard tower.

Berliner Mauer Dokumentationszentrum

For a sweeping overview of the monument and adjacent grounds, climb to the viewing platform of the Berlin Wall Documentation Center. Inside, a small exhibit uses photographs, recordings and archival documents to detail the events leading up to that fateful day in August 1961 when the first spools of barbed wire were unrolled.

Kapelle der Versöhnung

The simple but radiant Chapel of Reconciliation stands on the foundations of a 19th-century church that wound up in the middle of the ‘death strip’ and was blown up in 1985.

Window of Remembrance

A wall of portraits gives identity to the people who lost their lives at the Berlin Wall. The parklike area surrounding the installation was once part of the adjacent cemetery; more than 1000 graves were relocated to make room for the Wall.

Nordbahnhof ‘Ghost Station’

The Wall also divided the city’s transportation system. Three lines with stations in West Berlin used tracks that ran through the eastern sector to return to stations on the western side. Stations on East Berlin turf were closed and patrolled by GDR guards. Nordbahnhof, one of these so-called ‘ghost stations’, has an on-site exhibit.

› A 15-minute remembrance service for the Wall victims is held in the Chapel of Reconciliation at noon Tuesday to Friday.

Jewish Berlin

Since reunification, Berlin has had the fastest-growing Jewish community in the world. Its background is diverse; most are Russian Jewish immigrants but there are also Jews of German heritage, Israelis wishing to escape their politically frustrating homeland and American expats lured by Berlin’s low-cost living and limitless creativity. Today there are about 13,000 active members of the Jewish community, including 1000 belonging to the Orthodox congregation Adass Yisroel. However, since not all Jews choose to be affiliated with a synagogue, the actual population is estimated to be at least twice as high.

Community Roots

Records show that Jews first settled in Berlin in 1295, but throughout the Middle Ages they had to contend with being blamed for any kind of societal or economic woe. When the plague struck (1348–49), rumours that Jews had poisoned the wells led to the first major pogrom. In 1510, 38 Jews were publicly tortured and burned for allegedly stealing the host from a church because a confession by the actual (Christian) perpetrator was deemed too straightforward to be true.

Financial interests, not humanitarian ones, motivated the Elector Friedrich Wilhelm to invite Jewish families expelled from Vienna to settle in Berlin in 1671. To his credit, he later extended the offer to Jews in general and also allowed them to practise their faith – which at the time was still considered a privilege throughout Europe.

The Last Century

By the late 19th century, many of Berlin’s Jews, numbering about 5% of the city population, had become thoroughly German in speech and identity. When a wave of Hasidic Jews escaping the pogroms of Eastern Europe arrived around the same time, they found their way to today’s Scheunenviertel, which at that time was an immigrant slum with cheap housing. By 1933 Berlin’s Jewish population had grown to around 160,000 and constituted one-third of all Jews living in Germany. The well-known horrors of the Nazi years sent most into exile and left 55,000 dead. Only 1000 to 2000 Jews are believed to have survived the war years in Berlin, often with the help of their non-Jewish neighbours.

Scheunenviertel: From Hay to Hip

The Scheunenviertel’s odd name (Barn Quarter) hearkens back centuries to the days of wooden houses, frequent fires and poor fire-fighting techniques, which is why the Prussian king ordered all barns containing flammable crops to be stored outside the city walls. In the early 20th century, the quarter absorbed huge numbers of poor Eastern European Jewish immigrants, many of whom were annihilated by the Nazis. After the war the Scheunenviertel gradually deteriorated into a down-at-heel East Berlin quarter, but it has catapulted from drab to fab since reunification. Now a creative-class darling, its cafes and bars brim with iPad-toters, sassy fashionistas and skinny stray artists.

U-Bahn Getting off at Kottbusser Tor (U8) puts you in the thick of Kreuzberg, but Görlitzer Bahnhof and Schlesisches Tor (both U1) are also good jumping-off points.

Follow Oranienstrasse north, checking out UKO Fashion (Click here) and other secondhand, streetwear and knick-knack shops. Study the local boho crowd over coffee (or the first beer of the day) at Luzia (Click here).

Local Life Kotti Bar-Hop




Noisy, chaotic and sleepless, the area around Kottbusser Tor U-Bahn station (Kotti, for short) defiantly retains the punky-funky alt feel that’s defined it since the 1970s. More gritty than pretty, this beehive of snack shops, cafes, pubs and bars delivers some of the city’s most hot-stepping night-time action and is tailor-made for dedicated bar-hopping.

Behind a window front at eye level with the elevated U-Bahn tracks, Monarch Bar (www.kottimonarch.de; Skalitzer Strasse 134; [image: iconhoursgif] from 9pm Tue-Sat) is an ingenious blend of trashy sophistication, strong drinks, a relaxed vibe and different DJs nightly playing bouncy electro. Enter via the signless steel door adjacent to the doner kebab shop east of the Kaiser’s supermarket.

[image: Number 2] Möbel Olfe

An old furniture store, Möbel Olfe (www.moebel-olfe.de, in German; Reichenberger Strasse 177; [image: iconhoursgif] Tue-Sun) has been recast as an always-busy drinking den with cheap libations and a friendly crowd that’s mixed in every respect (gays dominate on Thursdays). Watch out: the skeletons above the bar get downright trippy after a few Polish beers or vodkas. Enter from Dresdener Strasse. Smoking OK.

For a swish night out, point the compass to Würgeengel (www.wuergeengel.de, in German; Dresdener Strasse 122), a stylish ’50s cocktail cave complete with chandeliers and shiny black tables. It’s always busy but especially so after the final credits roll at the adjacent Babylon cinema. Smoking allowed.

Tarted up nicely with vintage furniture, baroque wallpaper and whimsical wall art by Chin Chin, Luzia (Oranienstrasse 34; [image: iconhoursgif] from noon; [image: iconwifigif] ) draws its crowd from among more sophisticated local urban dwellers. Some punters have derided it as Mitte-goes-Kreuzberg but it’s still a comfy spot with lighting that gives hipsters a glow. Smokers’ lounge.

A warm and woodsy hole-in-the-wall, Maroush (www.maroush-berlin.de, in German; Adalbertstrasse 93; sandwiches €3; [image: iconhoursgif] 11am-2am) is tailor-made for restoring balance to the brain with terrific felafel or shwarma sandwiches.

The mother branch of a local Turkish mini-chain, Hasir (www.hasir.de; Adalbertstrasse 12; mains €8-13; [image: iconhoursgif] 24hr) is packed at all hours with patrons lusting after grilled meats, stuffed vine leaves and other tasty morsels. Owner Mehmed Aygün claims to have invented the Berlin-style doner kebab back in 1971.

A hetero-friendly gay hang-out, Bierhimmel (Oranienstrasse 183; [image: iconhoursgif] 1pm-3am) gets the coffee-and-cake crowd but is also a relaxed place to get the evening into gear before moving on to saucier places like Roses.

Camp and kitsch, Roses (Oranienstrasse 187; [image: iconhoursgif] from 9pm) is a glittery fixture on the Kreuzberg circuit. Drinks are cheap and generous, making it a packed – and polysexual – pit stop during nights on the razzle. Smoking OK.

The Dead Kennedys and Die Toten Hosen played gigs at SO36 (www.so36.de; Oranienstrasse 190) when many of today’s patrons were still in nappies (diapers). Who goes when depends on what’s on that night: a ‘solidarity’ concert, a lesbigay theme party, a night flea market – anything goes at this long-time epicentre of Kreuzberg’s scruffy alt scene.



 



Understand

Street Art

Stencils, paste-ups, throw-ups, burners, bombings, pieces, murals, installations and 3D graffiti are the magic words in street art, describing styles and techniques that have little to do with vandalism, tagging and illegal scrawls. With no shortage of vacant buildings and weedy lots, sometimes it seems as though all of Berlin has become a canvas. Some of the hottest international artists have left their mark on local walls, including Banksy, Os Gemeos, Romero, Swoon, Flix, Pure Evil, Miss Van and Blu. The latter is especially prevalent in Kreuzberg, where it took the Italian artist just five days to cover an entire firewall with a huge pink body consisting of hundreds of smaller bodies writhing like worms. Called Blackjump Mural, it’s at Falckensteinstrasse 48, next to Watergate (Click here). Around the corner, on Schlesische Strasse at Cuvrystrasse, another wall features Blu’s Floating Giants, one upside down, and a tie-wearing man handcuffed to his watches. There’s plenty more great art around town. Just keep your eyes open or join a guided tour (Click here).

Techno Town Berlin

Techno may have its roots in Detroit-based house music, but it was from Berlin that it conquered the world. Dr Motte and DJ Westbam, who both had commercial success with house and electro sounds, are considered two of the ‘godfathers’ of the Berlin techno sound. In 1987–88, they played their first DJ gigs at the UFO – the city’s first (and illegal) techno club – and cofounded the now defunct Love Parade.

When the second UFO club closed in 1991, the techno-sonic brotherhood moved on to mega-venues E-Werk and Tresor, which launched camouflage-wearing Berlin superstar DJ Tanith along with trance pioneer Paul van Dyk. The Tresor label has since become an international brand with a full range of merchandising. Other early artists include Marusha, whose 1994 mega-hit  Somewhere over the Rainbow ushered in the commercialisation of dance music. Other DJs kept it more real, most famously BPitch label cofounder Ellen Allien.

These days, pure techno has essentially been sidelined as more and more splinter genres of electronic music percolate in the club scene. House is not as ubiquitous in Berlin as it is in the rest of Europe and the USA, but it does dominate uber-hip spaces like the Panorama Bar (Click here) and Cookies (Click here).

Another offshoot is breakbeat, which has travelled east from the UK. The local label currently leading the pack is Shitkatapult, whose main artist Apparat’s experiments with sound and vocals result in vivid, melodic techno and rich electropop. Apparat has also been involved in various collaborations, for instance with the duo Modeselektor. Another internationally known DJ is Paul Kalkbrenner who, in 2008, starred in the semi-autobiographical flick  Berlin Calling.

There’s also the heavyweight label collective Get Physical, whose artist roster includes the dynamic DJ duo M.A.N.D.Y., known for infusing house and electro with minimal and funk.

An excellent movie about Germany’s early techno scene and culture is  We Call it Techno!, released by Sense Music & Media (www.sensemusic.de).

Getting There

Kreuzkölln is just south of Kreuzberg, separated from it by the Landwehrkanal.

U-Bahn Start at Schönleinstrasse (U8). The closest stop to the finish line is Karl-Marx-Strasse (U7).



Northern Neukölln is booming. Once making headlines for its high crime rate and poor schools, this multicultural district just south of Kreuzberg is now Berlin’s latest frontier of hipness. Also known as Kreuzkölln, it has seen an explosion of trash-trendy cafes, bars and art and performance spaces with a thriving DIY ethos. Come now for a delightful off-the-beaten-track experience. Turbo-gentrification may be waiting in the wings.

The year was 1989. After 28 years, the Berlin Wall, that grim divider of humanity, finally met its maker. Most of it was quickly dismantled, but along Mühlenstrasse, paralleling the Spree River, a 1.3km stretch became the East Side Gallery, the world’s largest open-air mural collection. In more than 100 paintings, dozens of international artists translated the era’s global euphoria and optimism into a mix of political statements, drug-induced musings and truly artistic visions. It was restored in 2009.

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Don’t Miss

Dimitry Vrubel: My God, help me survive amid this deadly love

The gallery’s best-known painting, showing Soviet and GDR leaders Leonid Brezhnev and Erich Honecker locking lips with eyes closed, is based on an actual photograph taken by French journalist Regis Bossu during Brezhnev’s 1979 Berlin visit. This kind of kiss was an expression of great respect in socialist countries.

Birgit Kinder: Test the Rest

Another shutterbug favourite is Birgit Kinder’s painting of a GDR-era Trabant car (known as a Trabi) bursting through the Wall with the licence plate reading ‘NOV•9–89’, the day the barrier was shattered.

Kani Alavi: It Happened in November

A wave of people being squeezed through a breached Wall in a metaphorical rebirth reflects Kani Alavi’s recollection of the events of 9 November. Note the facial expressions, ranging from hope, joy and euphoria to disbelief and fear.

Thierry Noir: Homage to the Young Generation

French artist Thierry Noir’s boldly coloured cartoon-like heads symbolise the new-found freedom after the Wall’s collapse.

Thomas Klingenstein: Detour to the Japanese Sector

Born in East Berlin, Thomas Klingenstein spent time in a Stasi prison for dissent before being extradited to West Germany in 1980. This mural was inspired by his childhood love for Japan, where he ended up living from 1984 to the mid-’90s.

Local Life Sundays Around the Mauerpark




Long-time locals, neo-Berliners and the international tourist brigade – everyone flocks to the Mauerpark on Sundays. It’s a wild and wacky urban tapestry where a flea market, outdoor karaoke, artists and bands provide entertainment and people gather for barbecue, basketball, badminton and boules. A graffiti-covered section of the Berlin Wall, which once bisected the park, quietly looms above it all.

[image: Number 1] Bright Beginnings

Start your day on Oderberger Strasse, with breakfast at Hüftengold (Oderberger Strasse 27) or waffles at Kauf Dich Glücklich (Oderberger Strasse 44). The street’s beautifully restored 19th-century townhouses were saved from demolition by locals in the late ’70s. Recently, neighbours again banded together to prevent old trees from falling victim to another street revamp.

[image: Number 2] Coffee Deluxe

If Synesso Cyncra and ‘third wave coffee’ are not mere gobbledygook to you, you speak the language of Kiduk and Yumi, owners of the pocket-size shrine for javaholics called Bonanza Coffee Heroes (Oderberger Strasse 35; [image: iconhoursgif] 8.30am-7pm Mon-Fri, from 10am Sat & Sun). All beans are roasted on-site in an antique roasting machine.

[image: Number 3] Urban Archaeology

Fed and caffeinated, you’re now ready to join the throngs of thrifty trinket hunters, bleary-eyed clubbers and excited visitors sifting for treasure at the vibrant Mauerpark Flea Market ([image: iconhoursgif] 10am-7pm Sun). Source new favourites among the retro threads, local-designer T-shirts, communist memorabilia, vintage vinyl and offbeat stuff. Ethnic food stands and beer gardens provide sustenance.

[image: Number 4] Bearpit Karaoke

Berlin’s greatest free entertainment kicks off at 3pm when Joe Hatchiban sets up his custom-made mobile karaoke unit in the Mauerpark’s amphitheatre. As many as 2000 people cram onto the stone bleachers to cheer and clap for eager crooners ranging from giggling 11-year-olds to Broadway- calibre belters. Give generously when Joe passes the coffee can, for this show must go on forever. Summer only.

[image: Number 5] Falkplatz

Flashback to 1825 and picture Prussian soldiers parading around what is now a leafy park studded with ancient chestnut, oak, birch, ash and poplar trees. Relax on the grass and watch kids frolicking around the sea-lion fountain, then search for other animal sculptures tucked among the shrubs.

[image: Number 6] Burgermania

New York meets Berlin at the Bird (www.thebirdinberlin.com; Am Falkplatz 5; mains €9.50-13; [image: iconhoursgif] 6pm-midnight Mon-Fri, from noon Sat & Sun), a buzzy gastropub known for its killer burgers. Sink your teeth into a dripping half-pounder made from freshly ground steak between a toasted English muffin.

[image: Number 7] Neighbourhood Cafe

On a sunny day, the terrace of Cafe Niesen (Korsörer Strasse 13; dishes €1.50-7; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-10pm Apr-Oct, to 8pm Nov-Mar) is a popular stop for coffee, homemade cakes, breakfast and snacks or a glass of ‘Niesonade’, a refreshing blend of elderberries, lemon and mineral water. Families love it here, but there’s also an adult-only room for sipping lattes in quiet.

[image: Number 8] Northern Mauerpark

To escape the Mauerpark frenzy and see where the locals relax, head to the park’s extension north of Gleimstrasse. This is also where you’ll find the Jugendhof Moritzdorf, an educational farm playground complete with barnyard animals. Further along you can watch daredevils scale the ‘Schwedter Northface’, a climbing wall operated by the German Alpine Club.

Käthe Kollwitz

Käthe Kollwitz (1867–1945) was the superstar among 20th-century female German artists, although she herself would probably frown at such a label. Modest, selfless and empathetic, Kollwitz is best known for her deeply moving, often heart-wrenching woodcuts, sculptures and lithographs that profoundly capture the depth of human hardship, suffering and sorrow. Her art was greatly influenced by the despair and poverty she observed in Berlin’s working-class ghettos and by the deaths of her son in the battlefields of WWI and of her grandson in WWII. A member of the Berlin Secession, Kollwitz was the first female professor at the prestigious Prussian Academy of Arts until the Nazis forced her to resign in 1933. She died of natural causes in 1945.

Understand

Berlin in the ‘Golden’ Twenties

The 1920s began as anything but golden, marked by a lost war, social and political instability, hyperinflation, hunger and disease. Many Berliners responded like there was no tomorrow and made their city as much a den of decadence as a cauldron of creativity. Cabaret, Dada and jazz flourished. Pleasure pits popped up everywhere, turning the city into a ‘sextropolis’ of Dionysian dimensions. Bursting with energy, it became a laboratory for anything new and modern, drawing giants of architecture (Hans Scharoun, Walter Gropius), fine arts (George Grosz, Max Beckmann) and literature (Bertolt Brecht, Christopher Isherwood).

Cafes & Cabaret

Cabarets provided a titillating fantasy of play and display where transvestites, singers, magicians, dancers and other entertainers made audiences forget about the harsh realities. Kurfürstendamm evolved into a major nightlife hub with glamorous cinemas, theatres and restaurants. The Romanisches Café, on the site of today’s Europa Center, was practically the second living room for artists, actors, writers, photographers, film producers and other creative types, some famous, most not. German writer Erich Kästner even called it the ‘waiting room of the talented’.

Celluloid History

The 1920s and early ’30s were also a boom time for Berlin cinema, with Marlene Dietrich seducing the world and the mighty UFA studio producing virtually all of Germany’s celluloid output. Fritz Lang, whose seminal works  Metropolis (1926) and  M (1931) brought him international fame, was among dominant filmmakers.

The Crash

The fun came to an instant end when the US stock market crashed in 1929, plunging the world into economic depression. Within weeks, half a million Berliners were jobless and riots and demonstrations again ruled the streets. The volatile, increasingly polarised political climate led to clashes between communists and the emerging NSDAP, led by Adolf Hitler. Soon jackboots, Brownshirts, oppression and fear would dominate daily life in Germany.

Getting There

Schöneberg is wedged between Kurfürsten­damm and Kreuzberg.

U-Bahn This itinerary is bookended by two stations: Viktoria-Luise-Platz (U4) and Kleistpark (U7).



Schöneberg flaunts a mellow middle-class identity but has a radical pedigree rooted in the squatter days of the ’80s. Its multifaceted character nicely unfolds as you stroll from bourgeois Viktoria- Luise-Platz through Berlin’s original gay quarter and along streets squeezed tight with boho cafes and well-edited indie boutiques to ethnically flavoured Hauptstrasse.

[image: Number 1] Viktoria-Luise-Platz

Soak up the laid-back vibe of Schöneberg’s prettiest square, a classic symphony of towering trees, a sprightly fountain and benches where locals swap gossip, catch up on reading or watch kids at play. Surrounding the square are several cafes and ornate historic facades at numbers 7, 12 and 12a.

[image: Number 2] Gay Village

The rainbow flags above bars and stores on Motzstrasse signal that you’re now in the heart of Berlin’s original gay area. A memorial plaque at the south entrance of Nollendorfplatz U-Bahn station commemorates homosexual victims of the Nazi era.

[image: Number 3] Coffee at Cafe Berio

Unchanged-in-decades Cafe Berio (www.cafeberio.de; Maassenstrasse 7; [image: iconhoursgif] from 7am Mon-Fri, 8am Sat & Sun) is a lone hold-out among the identikit ‘lounge-restaurants’ that have invaded Maassenstrasse. Here you can still get an honest cappuccino and nibble sweet cakes, preferably from a perch on the pavement terrace. A gay fave.

[image: Number 4] Farmers Market

If it’s Wednesday or Saturday morning, you’re in luck because ho-hum Winterfeldtplatz erupts with farm-fresh fare. Along with seasonal produce you’ll find handmade cheeses, cured meats, olives, local honey and plenty more staples and surprises. Saturday also has artsy-craftsy stalls.

Winterfeldt Schokoladen (www.winterfeldt-schokoladen.de; Goltzstrasse 23; [image: iconhoursgif] 9am-8pm Mon-Fri, to 6pm Sat) stocks a vast range of international handmade gourmet chocolates, all displayed gallery-style in the original oak fixtures of a 19th-century pharmacy. Try a cup of decadent hot chocolate.

Goltzstrasse is choc-a-block with indie boutiques selling everything from vintage clothing to slinky underwear, antique books to handmade jewellery, exotic teas to cooking supplies. No high-street chain in sight! Wedged in between are comfy cafes and casual eateries.

Local coffee lovers are addicted to the award-winning espresso drinks of Double Eye (Akazienstrasse 22; [image: iconhoursgif] 8.47am-6.29pm Mon-Fri, 9.01am-5.57pm Sat), which is why no one minds the queue that usually snakes right out the door. Prices are low, smiles big and the quality tops.

Getting There

Schloss Charlottenburg is 3km northwest of Zoologischer Garten.

U-Bahn From Sophie-Charlotte-Platz (U2) station it’s a scenic 1km walk via Schlossstrasse or a ride on bus 309.



Charlottenburg Palace is the largest and most beautiful of Berlin’s remaining nine royal residences. More than any other, it still reflects the one-time grandeur of the Hohenzollern clan, which ruled the region from 1415 until 1918. Originally a petite summer retreat, the palace grew into an exquisite baroque pile and is a wonderful place to spend a day, especially in summer when you can fold a stroll or a picnic in the lush gardens into a day of peeking at royal treasures.

Don’t Miss

Altes Schloss

The original royal living quarters in the baroque Old Palace (adult/concession €12/8; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun Apr-Oct, to 5pm Nov-Mar) are an extravaganza in stucco, brocade and overall opulence. Admire family portraits in the Oak Gallery, the charming Oval Hall overlooking the gardens, Chinese and Japanese blueware in the Porcelain Chamber, and the Eosander Chapel with its  trompe l’œil arches.

Neuer Flügel

Added under Frederick the Great in 1746, the New Wing (adult/concession €6/5; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Wed-Mon Apr-Oct, to 5pm Nov-Mar) contains the palace’s most beautiful rooms, including the confection-like White Hall banquet room and the Golden Gallery, a rococo fantasy of mirrors and gilding. The Concert Room has a prized collection of paintings by French masters.

Schlossgarten

The expansive baroque gardens linking the palace and the Spree River are part formal French, part unruly English and all idyllic playground. Wandering around the shady paths, lawns and carp pond, you’ll eventually stumble upon the sombre Mausoleum and the charming Belvedere.

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Belvedere

This pint-size late-rococo palace (adult/concession €3/2.50; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun Apr-Oct, noon-4pm Sat & Sun Nov-Mar), built in 1788 by Carl Gotthard Langhans as a teahouse for King Friedrich Wilhelm II, today makes an elegant setting for porcelain masterpieces by the royal manufacturer KPM. Lavish dinnerware services and dainty teacups from the time of Napoleon are among the highlights.


Understand

Palace Planning

The lavish Schloss Charlottenburg you see today started out rather modestly as the summer retreat of Sophie-Charlotte, wife of Elector Friedrich III (1657–1713). Arnold Nering drew up the initial plans, which were expanded in the mode of Versailles by Johann Friedrich Eosander after the elector was elevated to King Friedrich I in 1701. Subsequent royals dabbled with the compound, most notably Frederick the Great who added the spectacular Neuer Flügel (New Wing). The Neuer Pavillon and the Mausoleum and Belvedere in the palace gardens date to the 19th century.



Neuer Pavillon

This Karl Friedrich Schinkel–designed mini-palace (adult/concession €4/3; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun Apr-Oct, noon-4pm Nov-Mar) was originally a summer retreat of King Friedrich Wilhelm III. Modelled on an Italian villa where the king had stayed, it displays paintings from the Romantic and Biedermeier periods alongside furniture, sculpture, porcelain and other period items.

Mausoleum

The neoclassical 1815 Mausoleum (admission free; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun Apr-Oct) was conceived as the resting place of the much-beloved Queen Luise. Its fancy marble sarcophagi are now the final pad of not just her but other big-shot royals, including Luise’s husband King Friedrich III and Emperor William I and his wife Augusta.

Nearby: Sammlung Scharf-Gerstenberg

Across the street from the main palace entrance, this stellar gallery (www.smb.museum; Schlossstrasse 70; adult/concession €6/3; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun) showcases surrealist art by René Magritte and Max Ernst alongside dreamscapes by Salvador Dalí and Jean Dubuffet. Standouts among their 18th-century forerunners include Francisco Goya’s spooky etchings and the creepy dungeon scenes by Giovanni Battista Piranesi.

Nearby: Bröhan Museum

This fine museum (www.broehan-museum.de; Schlossstrasse 1a; adult/ concession €6/4; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun) trains the spotlight on art nouveau, art deco and functionalism, decorative styles in vogue between 1889 and 1939. Highlights include period rooms by Hector Guimard and Peter Behrens, a Berlin Secession picture gallery, and an entire floor dedicated to Henry van de Velde.

Nearby: Museum Berggruen

Fans of Pablo Picasso, Paul Klee, Henri Matisse and Alberto Giacometti will be in their element at this museum (www.smb.museum; Schlossstrasse 1), which is undergoing extensive expansion. At press time, the reopening was scheduled for summer 2012.

Top Sights Schloss & Park Sanssouci




Getting There

Sanssouci is 24km southwest of the city centre. You need a transport ticket covering zones A, B and C (€3).

S-Bahn The S7 makes the trip from central Berlin in about 40 minutes.



This glorious park-and-palace ensemble is what happens when a king has good taste, plenty of cash and access to the finest architects and artists of the day. A quick train ride from Berlin, in Potsdam, Sanssouci was dreamed up by Frederick the Great (1712–86) and is anchored by the eponymous palace, built as a summer retreat. His great-great-nephew Friedrich Wilhelm IV (1795–1861) added a few more buildings. Unesco gave the entire thing World Heritage status in 1990.

Don’t Miss

Schloss Sanssouci

This rococo jewel of a palace (adult/concession €12/8 Apr-Oct, €8/5 Nov-Mar; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun Apr-Oct, to 5pm Nov-Mar) sits above vine-draped terraces with Frederick the Great’s grave nearby. Standouts on the audioguided tours include the whimsically decorated concert hall, where the king himself gave flute recitals, and the domed Marble Hall modelled after the Pantheon in Rome.

Bibliothek

None of the rooms in Schloss Sanssouci reflect Frederick’s penchant for privacy as much as his intimate library lidded by a gilded sunburst ceiling. Here the ‘philosopher king’ would find solace surrounded by more than 2000 leather-bound tomes ranging from ancient Greek poetry to the latest releases by his friend Voltaire.

Chinesisches Haus

The Far East was all the rage in the 18th century, as reflected in the adorable Chinese House (admission €2; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun May-Oct). The cloverleaf-shaped pavilion is among the park’s most photographed buildings, thanks to an enchanting exterior of exotically dressed gilded figures sipping tea, dancing and playing musical instruments. Inside is a precious porcelain collection.

Bildergalerie

Adjacent to Schloss Sanssouci, the Picture Gallery (adult/concession €3/2.50; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-5pm Tue-Sun May-Oct) is the oldest royal museum in Germany, resplendent in yellow and white marble and elaborate stuccowork. It shelters Frederick’s collection of Old Masters, including such pearls as Caravaggio’s  Doubting Thomas, Anton van Dyck’s  Pentecost and several works by Peter Paul Rubens.

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Neues Palais

The New Palace (adult/concession €6/5; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Wed-Mon Apr-Oct, to 5pm Nov-Mar) has made-to-impress dimensions, a central dome and a lavish exterior capped with a parade of sandstone figures. It was the final palace built by Frederick the Great, primarily for representational purposes. Only the last German Kaiser, Wilhelm II, actually used it as a residence (until 1918).

Grottensaal

The most impressive room visited on tours of the New Palace is the Grotto Hall, a rococo marble-and-glass delight. Completely covered in a mosaic of shells, fossils, minerals, snails and semiprecious stones, it once provided access to the royal apartments.

Orangerie

The 300m-long Mediterranean-styled Orangery (adult/concession €4/3; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun May-Oct, weekends only Apr) was Friedrich Wilhelm IV’s favourite building project and reflects his love for all things Italian. Tours take in the Raphaelsaal, which brims with 19th-century copies of the famous painter’s masterpieces, while the tower (€2) delivers sweeping park views.

Belvedere auf dem Klausberg

From the Orangery, a tree-lined path forms a visual axis to this temple-like pavilion (admission €2; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Sat & Sun May-Oct), modelled on Nero’s palace in Rome. Views from the two-storey columned round building take in the park, the surrounds and the city of Potsdam. The sumptuous interior was recently restored following WWII damage.

Drachenhaus

En route to the Belvedere, you’ll pass the exotic Dragon House, a Chinese miniature palace built in 1770. Inspired by the Ta-Ho pagoda in Canton, it is guarded by an entire army of dragons and now houses a pleasant cafe-restaurant.

Neue Kammern

The New Chambers (adult/concession €4/3; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun May-Oct, limited hours in winter) was originally an orangery and later converted into a guesthouse. The interior drips in opulence, most notably in the Ovidsaal, a grand ballroom with gilded reliefs depicting scenes from  Metamorphosis, and in the Jasper Hall, drenched in precious stones and topped by a ceiling fresco starring Venus.

Park Charlottenhof

Laid out by Peter Lenńe for Friedrich Wilhelm IV, this park segues from Park Sanssouci but gets much fewer visitors. Buildings in this quiet corner bear the stamp of Karl Friedrich Schinkel, most notably the neoclassical Schloss Charlottenhof (currently closed) and the nearby Roman Baths (adult/concession €3/2.50; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Sun May-Oct), a picturesque ensemble of Italian country villas.

Historische Mühle

This is a functioning replica of the palace’s original Dutch-style 18th-century windmill (adult/child €3/2; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm daily Apr-Oct, 10am-4pm Sat & Sun Nov & Jan-Mar). There’s a shop on the ground floor, three exhibit floors detailing mill technology and a top-floor viewing platform.

Nearby: Holländisches Viertel

To get a sense of Potsdam beyond the palace, head east for about 1km via the pedestrianised Brandenburger Strasse shopping strip to the Dutch Quarter. This compact neighbourhood of gabled red-brick houses was built around 1730 for Dutch workers invited by Friedrich Wilhelm I. It’s now home to cafes, restaurants, boutiques and galleries. Mittelstrasse is especially scenic.

Best Walks Historical Highlights

This walk checks off Berlin’s blockbuster landmarks as it cuts right through the historic city centre called Mitte (literally ‘Middle’). This is the birthplace and glamorous heart of Berlin, a high-octane cocktail of culture, architecture and commerce. You’ll follow in the footsteps of kings and soldiers, marvel at grand architecture and stroll humble cobbled lanes, travel from the Middle Ages to the future and be awed by some of the world’s finest works of art. Bring that camera!

Start Reichstag; U-Bahn Bundestag; [image: iconbusgif] 100, TXL

Finish Hackescher Markt; S-Bahn Hackescher Markt

[image: Number 1] Reichstag

The 1894 Reichstag (Click here) is the historic anchor of Berlin’s federal government quarter. The sparkling glass dome, added during the building’s 1990s revamp, has become a shining beacon of unified Berlin.

[image: Number 2] Brandenburg Gate

The only remaining gate of Berlin’s 18th-century town wall, the Brandenburg Gate (Click here) became an involuntary neighbour of the Berlin Wall during the Cold War. It’s now a cheery symbol of German reunification.

[image: Number 3] Unter den Linden

Originally a riding path linking the city palace with the royal hunting grounds in Tiergarten, Unter den Linden has been Berlin’s showpiece road since the 18th century. Grand old buildings line up like Prussian soldiers for inspection, including the city’s oldest university and the Staatsoper opera house.

[image: Number 4] Gendarmenmarkt

Berlin’s most beautiful square, Gendarmenmarkt (Click here) is bookended by domed cathedrals with the famous Konzerthaus (Concert Hall) in between. Streets around here are lined with elegant hotels, upmarket restaurants and fancy cocktail bars.

[image: Number 5] Museum Island

The sculpture-studded Palace Bridge leads to the twee Spree island where Berlin’s settlement began in the 13th century. Its northern half, Museum Island (Click here), is a Unesco-recognised treasure chest of art, sculpture and objects spread across five grand museums.

[image: Number 6] Nikolaiviertel

With its cobbled lanes and higgledy-piggledy houses, the Nikolai Quarter may look medieval but don’t be fooled: it’s a product of the 1980s, built by the GDR government to celebrate Berlin’s 750th birthday. A stand-out among the few original buildings is the twin-spired Nikolaikirche (Church of St Nicholas), now a museum.

[image: Number 7] Scheunenviertel

Berlin’s historic Jewish Quarter, the Scheunenviertel languished in GDR days but, since reunification, has been rebooted as a charismatic shopping, eating and partying zone. Fuel up on coffee at the Hackesche Höfe courtyard complex, then schlep to the many indie boutiques for local fashions, edgy art and clever knick-knacks.

Construction of the Berlin Wall began shortly after midnight on 13 August 1961. For the next 28 years this grim barrier divided a city and its people, becoming the most visible symbol of the Cold War. By now the two city halves have visually merged so perfectly that it takes a keen eye to tell East from West. To give you a sense of the period of division, this walk follows the most central section of the Berlin Wall. For a more in-depth experience, rent the multimedia Mauerguide (WallGuide; www.mauerguide.com; per day €10) at Checkpoint Charlie.

[image: Number 1] Checkpoint Charlie

As the third Allied checkpoint, Checkpoint Charlie (Click here) got its name from the third letter in the NATO phonetic alphabet. Weeks after the Wall was built, US and Soviet tanks faced off here in one of the tensest moments of the Cold War.

[image: Number 2] Niederkirchner Strasse

Along Niederkirchner Strasse looms a 200m-long section of the original outer border wall. Scarred by souvenir hunters, it’s now protected by a fence. The border strip was very narrow here, with the inner wall abutting such buildings as the former Nazi Air Force Ministry.

[image: Number 3] Watchtower

This is one of the few remaining GDR border watchtowers. Guards had to climb up a slim round shaft to reach the octagonal observation perch. Introduced in 1969, this cramped model was later replaced by larger square towers.

[image: Number 4] Potsdamer Platz

Potsdamer Platz used to be a massive no-man’s-land bisected by the Berlin Wall and a ‘death strip’ several hundred metres wide. Outside the northern S-Bahn station entrance are a few Berlin Wall segments with panels pointing to other Wall memorial sites and future Wall-related projects.

[image: Number 5] Brandenburg Gate

The Brandenburg Gate (Click here) was where construction of the Wall began. Many statesmen gave speeches in front of it, perhaps most famously former US president Ronald Reagan who, in 1987, uttered the words: ‘Mr Gorbachev – tear down this wall!’. Two years later, the Wall was history.

[image: Number 6] Art Installation

On the riverwalk level of the Marie-Elisabeth-Lüders-Haus, which houses the parliamentary library, an art installation by Ben Wagin features original Wall segments, each painted with a year and the number of people killed at the border in that year. If the door’s not open, sneak a peek through the window.

[image: Number 7] Parlament der Bäume

Wagin also master­minded the Parliament of Trees, a memorial consisting of trees, memorial stones, pictures, text, an original section of the barrier and the names of 258 victims inscribed on slabs of granite.

Best Walks Traipsing Through Tiergarten

Berlin’s rulers used to hunt boar and pheasants in the rambling forest-like Tiergarten until Peter Lenné landscaped the grounds in the 18th century. Today, it’s one of the world’s largest urban parks and a popular place for strolling, jogging, picnicking and, yes, nude tanning. It’s also the setting for a huge New Year’s Eve party and mega-festivals like the Christopher Street Day parade.

Start Brandenburg Gate; U-/S-Bahn Brandenburger Tor

Finish Potsdamer Platz; U-/S-Bahn Potsdamer Platz

Length 4km; one to 1½ hours

At Cafe am Neuen See (Lichtensteinallee 2; [image: iconhoursgif] from 10am daily Mar-Oct, Sat & Sun only Nov-Feb), a lakeside beer garden, cold beers go well with Bratwurst, pretzels and pizza. Romantics can rent a boat and take their sweetie for a spin.

[image: Number 1] Strasse des 17 Juni

The broad boulevard bisecting Tiergarten was named Street of 17 June in honour of the victims of the bloodily quashed 1953 workers’ uprising in East Berlin. Dating back to the 16th century, it originally linked two royal palaces and was doubled in width and turned into a swastika-lined triumphal road under Hitler.

[image: Number 2] Sowjetisches Ehrenmal

Near the Brandenburg Gate end of the park, the Soviet War Memorial is flanked by two Russian T-34 tanks said to have been the first to enter the city in 1945. It was built by German workers on order of the Soviets and completed just months after the end of the war. More than 2000 Red Army soldiers are buried behind the colonnade.

[image: Number 3] Schloss Bellevue

A succession of German presidents has made their home in snowy-white Bellevue Palace. The neoclassical pile was originally a pad for the youngest brother of King Frederick the Great, then became a school under Kaiser Wilhelm II and a museum of ethnology under the Nazis. It’s closed to the public.

[image: Number 4] Siegessäule

Engulfed by roundabout traffic, the 1873 Victory Column was erected to celebrate Prussian military victories and is now a prominent symbol of Berlin’s gay community. What would Bismarck think of that? The gilded lady on top represents the goddess of victory and is featured prominently in the Wim Wenders movie  Wings of Desire. Climb to the top to appreciate the park’s dimensions.

[image: Number 5] Rousseauinsel

One of Tiergarten’s most idyllic spots is the Rousseauinsel, a teensy island in a placid pond that’s a memorial to 18th-century French philosopher Jean-Jacques Rousseau. It was designed to resemble his actual burial site on an island near Paris. Just look for the stone pillar.

[image: Number 6] Luiseninsel

Another enchanting place, Luiseninsel is a tranquil gated garden brimming with statues and redolent with seasonal flower beds. It was created after Napoleon’s occupying troops left town in 1808 in celebration of the return from exile of the royal couple Friedrich Wilhelm III and Queen Luise.
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Best Eating



If you crave traditional comfort food, you’ll certainly find plenty of places in Berlin to indulge in roast pork knuckles, smoked pork chops or calves liver. These days, though, ‘typical’ local fare is lighter, healthier, creative and more likely to come from gourmet kitchens, organic eateries and a UN worth of ethnic restaurants.

Modern German

A growing league of chefs has jumped on the locavore bandwagon, letting local, farm-fresh and often organic ingredients steer seasonally calibrated menus. The Michelin testers have confirmed that Berlin is ripe for the culinary big time by awarding their coveted stars to 13 chefs.

Fast-Food Faves

The humble Currywurst, a slivered, subtly spiced pork sausage swimming in tomato sauce and dusted with curry powder, is as iconic as the Brandenburg Gate. The doner kebab is a legacy of Berlin’s vast Turkish community.

Ethnic Delights

Berlin’s multicultural tapestry has brought the world’s foods to town, from Austrian schnitzel to Zambian zebra steaks. Sushi is hugely popular and Mexican and Korean restaurants have been proliferating. Reflecting the trend towards tasty and healthy food is the abundance of Asian eateries, especially Thai and Vietnamese.

New Trends

Vegan restaurants have been sprouting quicker than alfalfa, as have ‘bio’ cafes where dishes are prepared from organic, locally sourced ingredients.

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Best Bars



Snug pubs, riverside beach bars, beer gardens, spit-and-sawdust dives, DJ bars, snazzy hotel lounges, cocktail caverns – finding a party pen to match your mood is no tall order. Kreuzberg and Friedrichshain have the edgier venues, while Mitte teems with swish drinking dens guarded by doormen. Bars out west are more suited for date night than dedicated drink-a-thons.

Etiquette

Table service is common in German bars and pubs; you shouldn’t order at the bar unless you intend to hang out there or there’s a sign saying  Selbstbedienung (self-service). It’s customary to have a tab instead of paying for each round separately. Note that in bars with live DJs, €1 is usually added to the cost of your first drink. Drinking in public is legal and widely practised, but be civilised about it. No puking on the U-Bahn, please!

Libations

Predictably, beer is big in Berlin and most places pour a variety of local, national and import brews.  Pils is the most common draught beer, but bottled  Weizenbier (wheat beer) also has many takers. The quality of wine ranges from dazzling to abysmal, which is probably why so many Germans drink lesser ones as a spritz, called a  Weinschorle. German  Sekt or Italian Prosecco (sparkling wines) have their fans and are often served on the rocks, sometimes with a splash of Aperol. Caipirinhas and mojitos are summertime standbys, but for more complicated concoctions, search out a dedicated cocktail bar. Non-boozers often find  Saftschorle (fizzy water and juice) a refreshing alternative to the usual carbonated sodas.

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Best Clubs



Berlin is Germany’s club capital, the city where techno came of age, the living heart of the European electronic scene and the spiritual home of the lost weekend. Minimal techno, high-speed drum and bass, kick-ass punk, fist-pumping hip hop, beat-free ambient or even swing and tango, there’s a place to party any night of the week.

Spinmeisters

With so many top electro DJs living in Berlin – and others happy to visit – the city is a virtual musical testing lab. Line-ups are often amazing. DJ royalty to watch out for includes André Galluzzi, Ellen Allien, Kiki, Sasha Funke, Ricardo Villalobos, Paul Kalkbrenner, Modeselektor, Apparat, M.A.N.D.Y, Tiefschwarz, Gudrun Gut, Booka Shade, Richie Hawtin and too many more to mention.

When to Go

Berlin’s notoriously late nights have gotten even later of late. Most clubs and parties don’t kick into high gear until about 2am and some go nonstop from Friday night to Monday morning. Some folks put in a good night’s sleep, then hit the dance floor when other people head for Sunday church.

At the Door

Top clubs charge €12 or €15 for admission, but elsewhere €3 to €10 is typical. Doors can be tough on busy nights at top clubs like Berghain/Panorama Bar (Click here), Watergate (Click here) and Cookies (Click here), but overall making it past the bouncer is still relatively relaxed. Individual style generally beats high heels and Armani, and if your attitude is right, age rarely matters. If you have to queue, be respectful and don’t talk too loudly. Don’t arrive wasted.

Not many cities aff ord themselves the luxury of three statefunded opera houses and theatre too has a long tradition, as do Golden Twenties–style variety shows. Light, lively and lavish, these have been undergoing a sweeping revival and are often held in glamorous venues.

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Best Gay & Lesbian



Berlin’s legendary liberalism has spawned one of the world’s biggest, most divine and diverse GLBT playgrounds. Anything goes in ‘Homopolis’ (and we  do mean anything!), from the highbrow to the hands-on, the bourgeois to the bizarre, the mainstream to the flamboyant. Except for the most hardcore places, gay spots get their share of opposite-sex and straight patrons.

Gay Areas

The closest that Berlin has to a ‘gay village’ is Schöneberg (Motzstrasse and Fuggerstrasse especially), where the rainbow flag has proudly flown since the 1920s. There’s plenty of partying but it’s pretty old-school and anyone under 35 will likely feel more comfortable elsewhere. Current hipster central is Kreuzberg, which teems with party pens, especially along Oranienstrasse and Mehringdamm. Across the river, Friedrichshain has fewer gay bars but such key clubs as Berghain/Panorama Bar and the hardcore Lab.oratory. In Prenzlauer Berg gay-geared locales are fairly spread out.

Party Spectrum

Berlin’s gayscape ranges from mellow cafes, campy bars and cinemas to saunas, cruising areas, clubs with darkrooms and all-out sex venues. In fact, sex and sexuality are entirely everyday matters to the unshockable city folk and there are very few, if any, itches that can’t be quite openly and legally scratched. As elsewhere, gay men have more options, but grrrrls – from lipstick lesbians to bad-ass dykes – need not feel left out either.

Some of the best club nights are independent of venues and may move around. Check the websites or magazines for the latest scoop.

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Best Art



Home to more than 10,000 artists, bristling with imagination and optimism, Berlin has become a cauldron of cultural cool. It has more galleries than New York City (around 600) alongside an impressive roster of museums showcasing a who’s who of creative hotshots over the past 1500 years.

Getting Visual

Art aficionados will find their compass on perpetual spin in Berlin, which has developed the most exciting and dynamic arts scene in Europe. There have been some notable breakthroughs, most famously by Danish-Icelandic artist Olafur Eliasson. Other major contemporary artists living and working in Berlin include Thomas Demand, Jonathan Meese, Via Lewandowsky, Isa Genzken, Tino Seghal, Esra Ersen, John Bock and the artist duo Ingar Dragset und Michael Elmgreen.

Gallery Quarters

Established galleries are prevalent in the Scheunenviertel, especially along Linienstrasse and Auguststrasse, and along Kurfürstendamm’s side streets such as Fasanenstrasse. The Checkpoint Charlie area mixes old hands on Zimmerstrasse and newcomers, mostly on Markgrafenstrasse. Over the past couple of years, Potsdamer Strasse south of Potsdamer Platz has also emerged as a hotspot, with some major galleries decamping to this gritty part of Schöneberg.

Berlin’s premier contemporary art museum, Hamburger Bahnhof (www.hamburgerbahnhof.de; Invalidenstrasse 50-51; adult/concession €8/4; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-6pm Tue-Fri, 11am-8pm Sat, 11am-6pm Sun; U-/S-Bahn Hauptbahnhof) presents works by Andy Warhol, Roy Lichtenstein, Anselm Kiefer and other heavyweights in a cleverly converted 19th-century railway station and 300m-long warehouse. It’s just a five-minute walk east of the Hauptbahnhof.
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Best Architecture



After visiting the German capital in 1891, Mark Twain remarked, ‘Berlin is the newest city I’ve ever seen.’ True then, still true now. Destruction and division have ensured that today’s city is essentially a creation of modern times, a showcase of 20th-century styles with only a sprinkling of vestiges surviving from earlier times.

Post-Reunification

Reunification presented Berlin with both the challenge and the opportunity to redefine itself architecturally. With the Wall gone, huge gashes of empty space opened up where the city halves were to be rejoined. The grandest of the post-1990 developments is Potsdamer Platz, a contemporary interpretation of the famous historic square. More cutting-edge architecture awaits in the government quarter, especially with the Bundeskanzleramt (Click here) and the updated historic Reichstag (Click here).

The Schinkel Touch

It was Karl Friedrich Schinkel (1781–1841) who stamped his imprimatur on the face of Prussian Berlin. The most prominent architect of German neoclassicism, his buildings strove for the perfect balance between functionality and beauty, achieved through clear lines, symmetry and an impeccable sense for aesthetics.

The 1920s & the Bauhaus

The spirit of innovation brought some of the finest avant-garde architects to Berlin in the 1920s, including Le Corbusier, Ludwig Mies van der Rohe and Hans Scharoun. Their association later evolved into the Bauhaus, which used practical anti-elitist principles to unite form and function and had a profound effect on modern aesthetics.

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Best Historical Sites



In Berlin the past is always present. Strolling around boulevards and neighbourhoods, you can’t help but pass by legendary sights that take you back to the era of Prussian glory, the dark ages of the Third Reich, the tense period of the Cold War and the euphoria of reunification. Like a 3D textbook, only better.

The Age of Prussia

Berlin has been a royal residence ever since Elector Friedrich III was elevated to King Friedrich I in 1701. This promotion significantly shaped the city, which blossomed under Frederick the Great, who sought greatness as much on the battlefield as through building. In the 19th century, Prussia weathered revolutions and industrialisation to forge the creation of the German Reich, which lasted until the monarchy’s demise in 1918.

Berlin under the Nazi Nadir

No other political power shaped the 20th century as much as Nazi Germany. The megalomania of Hitler and his henchmen wrought destruction upon much of Europe, bringing death to at least 50 million people, and forever realigned the world order. Few original sites remain, but memorials and museums keep the horror a focus.

Cold War Chills

After WWII, Germany fell into the crosshairs of the Cold War, a country divided along ideological lines by the victorious powers, its internal border marked by fences and a wall. Just how differently the two countries developed is still very palpable in Berlin, expressed not only through Berlin Wall remnants such as the East Side Gallery but also through vastly different urban planning and architectural styles.

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Best Shopping



Berlin is a great place to shop, and we’re definitely not talking malls and chains. The city’s appetite for the individual manifests itself in small, unique boutiques that are a pleasure to explore. Shopping here is as much about visual stimulus as it is about actual purchasing power. Whether you’re frugal or a power-shopper, you’ll find plenty of intriguing purchases.

Where to Shop

The closest Berlin comes to having a shopping boulevard is Kurfürstendamm (Ku’damm) and its extension, Tauentzienstrasse. They’re largely the purview of the mainstream retailers you probably know from back home, from Mango to H&M to Levi’s and Esprit. You’ll find more of the same in malls such as Alexa and Potsdamer Platz Arkaden.

Getting the most out of shopping in Berlin means venturing off the high street and into the  Kieze (neighbourhoods). This is where you’ll discover a cosmopolitan cocktail of indie boutiques stirred by the city’s zest for life and entrepreneurial spirit. Each  Kiez comes with its own flair, identity and mix of stores calibrated to the needs, tastes and bank accounts of local residents.

Opening Hours

Department stores, supermarkets and shops in major commercial districts (such as Kurfürstendamm) and malls usually open at 10am and close at 8pm or later. Boutiques and other smaller shops keep flexible hours, opening sometime mid-morning and generally closing at 7pm, sometimes earlier on Saturday. Stores are closed on Sunday, except for some bakeries, supermarkets, flower shops and souvenir shops. Also Click here.

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Best Tours



If you’re a Berlin first-timer, letting someone else show you around is a great way to get your bearings, see the key sights quickly and obtain a general understanding of the city. All manner of exploration – from generic city bus tours to special-interest outings – are available.

Walking & Cycling Tours

Several companies offer both English-language general city explorations and themed tours (eg Third Reich, Cold War, Potsdam) that don’t require reservations – you just show up at the designated meeting point. Since these change quite frequently, look for flyers in hotel or hostel lobbies or check online. Some guides work for tips only but the better tours cost between €10 and €15.

Boat Tours

A lovely way to experience Berlin on a warm day is from the deck of a boat cruising the city’s rivers, canals and lakes. Tours range from one-hour spins around the historic centre (from €9) to longer trips to Schloss Charlottenburg and beyond (from €13.50). Most offer live narration in English and German and sell refreshments on board. Embarkation points are concentrated near Museum Island.

Bus Tours

You’ll see them everywhere around town: colourful buses (in summer, often open-top double-deckers) that tick off all the key sights on two-hour loops with basic taped commentary in multiple languages. You’re free to get off and back on at any of the stops. Buses depart roughly every 15 or 30 minutes between 10am and 5pm or 6pm daily; tickets cost from €10 to €20.

› Get a crash course in ‘Berlin-ology’ by hopping on the upper deck of public bus 100 or 200 (€2.30) at Zoologischer Garten or Alexanderplatz and letting the landmarks whoosh by.

› For a DIY walk along the path of the Berlin Wall, rent a multimedia Mauer­guide (WallGuide; www.mauerguide.com; per day €10). Available at Checkpoint Charlie, the Berlin Wall Memorial and inside the Brandenburger Tor U-Bahn station.

Best With Kids



Travelling to Berlin with kids can be child’s play, especially if you keep a light schedule and involve them in the day-to-day planning. There’s plenty to do to keep the youngsters occupied, from zoos to kid-oriented museums to magic and puppet shows. Parks and imaginative playgrounds abound in all neighbourhoods, as do public pools.

Legoland Discovery Centre (www.legolanddiscoverycentre.com; Sony Center, Potsdamer Strasse 4; adult/child €16/13; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-7pm, last admission 5pm; U-/S-Bahn Potsdamer Platz) Indoor amusement park with 4D cinema, a Lego ‘factory’, a Jungle Trail where Lego crocs lurk in the dark, a Dragon Castle ‘slow-lercoaster’ ride and a mini-Berlin with landmarks built entirely from those tiny plastic bricks.

Sea Life Berlin (www.visitsealife.com/berlin; Spandauer Strasse 3; adult/concession €17/12; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-7pm, last admission 6pm; [image: iconbusgif] 100, 200, TXL) This aquarium follows the Spree River into the North Atlantic, introducing you to local aquatic denizens along the way. Visits conclude with a glacial lift ride through AquaDom (pictured right), a 25m-tall cylindrical tropical fish tank.

Madame Tussauds Berlin (www.madametussauds.com/berlin; Unter den Linden 74; adult/ concession €20/19; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-7pm, last admission 6pm; U-/S-Bahn Brandenburger Tor) No celebrity in town to snare your stare? Don’t fret: at this legendary wax museum Lady Gaga, Robert Pattinson and Obama stand still – very still – for you to snap their picture.

Deutsches Technik­museum (German Museum of Technology; www.dtmb.de; Trebbiner Strasse 9; adult/concession €4.50/2.50; [image: iconhoursgif] 9am-5.30pm Tue-Fri, 10am-6pm Sat & Sun; U-Bahn Möckernbrücke) This giant shrine to technology counts the world’s first computer, an entire hall of vintage locomotives and extensive exhibits on aviation and navigation among its top attractions. At the adjacent Spectrum science centre (enter from Möckernstrasse 26; admission included), kids can participate in more than 200 hands-on experiments.
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Survival Guide



Before You Go

When to Go
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› Winter (Nov–Feb) Cold and dark, snow possible. Sights are quieter; theatre and concert season is in full swing.

› Spring (Mar–May) Mild, often sunny. Sights start getting busy; festival season kicks off; beer gardens and outdoor cafes open.

› Summer (Jun–Aug) Warm to hot, often sunny, thunderstorms possible. Peak tourist season; sights and museums are super-busy; life moves outdoors.

› Autumn (Sep–Oct) Mild, often sunny. Theatre, concert and football (soccer) seasons start up.

Book Your Stay

[image: toptipsgif] Top Tip To minimise travel time, avoid staying in a hotel located outside the S-Bahn ring.

› With more hotel beds than New York, competition is fierce among Berlin properties and prices low compared to other capital cities.

› The most central district is Mitte. Hotels around Kurfürstendamm are plentiful and close to the trade fairgrounds, but put you a U-Bahn ride away from most blockbuster sights and happening nightlife.

› Kreuzberg and Friedrichshain are ideal districts if you want to stay within stumbling distance of bars and clubs.

› Berlin has a vibrant hostel scene with dorm beds starting at just €9 per night.

› Budget designer hotels with chic interiors but minimal amenities are all the rage.

› Nostalgic types should check into an old-fashioned B&B, called Hotel-Pension or simply Pension; most prevalent in western districts, especially around Kurfürstendamm.

› Furnished flats are a popular alternative to hotels.

› Seasonal room-rate variations are rare but prices spike during major trade shows, festivals and public holidays.

› Reservations are always a good idea.

› Many properties set aside rooms or entire floors for nonsmokers.

Arriving in Berlin

From Berlin-Tegel Airport

› The TXL bus connects Tegel to Alexanderplatz (40 minutes) every 10 minutes. For Kurfürstendamm and Zoologischer Garten take bus X9 (20 minutes).

› You need a transport ticket covering zones AB (€2.30).

› The closest U-Bahn station to the airport is Jakob-Kaiser-Platz (served by bus 109 and X9).

› Taxis cost about €20 to Zoologischer Garten and €23 to Alexanderplatz and take 30 to 45 minutes.

From Berlin-Schönefeld Airport

› Airport-Express trains make the 30-minute trip between the airport and central Berlin twice hourly. Note: these are regular regional trains, identified as RE7 and RB14 in timetables.

› The S-Bahn S9 runs every 20 minutes and is slower but useful if you’re headed to Friedrichshain or Prenzlauer Berg.

› Trains stop about 400m from the terminals. Free shuttle buses run every 10 minutes; walking takes about five minutes.

› You need a transport ticket covering zones ABC (€3).

› Taxi rides average €40 and take 35 minutes to an hour.

From Berlin Brandenburg Airport

› Service to Berlin’s new airport (under construction next to Schönefeld Airport since 2006) is expected to start on 3 June 2012. When it opens, flights to Tegel and the old Schönefeld airport will reportedly discontinue.

› Airport-Express trains depart for central Berlin from the airport’s own station every 15 minutes. You need a transport ticket covering zones ABC (€3).

From Hauptbahnhof

› Berlin’s central train station is served by buses, the S-Bahn and the U-Bahn.

› Taxis wait outside the main (north) entrance. The average fare to Alexanderplatz is about €13, to Zoologischer Garten €12.

Getting Around

U-Bahn

[image: toptipsgif] Best for... Getting around Berlin quickly.

› U-Bahn lines are designated as U1, U2, etc in this book.

› Trains operate from 4am until about 12.30am and throughout the night on Friday, Saturday and public holidays (all lines except U4 and U55).

› From Sunday through Thursday, night buses (designated N2, N5, etc) follow the U-Bahn routes between 12.30am and 4am at 30-minute intervals.

Tickets & Passes

› The public transport network is operated by the BVG. For trip planning and general information, call the 24-hour hotline ([image: iconphonegif] 194 49) or go to www.bvg.de.

› One ticket is good on all forms of public transport. Most trips within Berlin require an AB ticket (€2.30), valid for two hours (interruptions and transfers allowed, round trips not). The short-trip ticket ( Kurzstreckenticket; €1.40) is good for three stops on any U-Bahn or S-Bahn or six on any bus or tram.

› Children aged six to 14 qualify for reduced  (ermässigt) rates, while kids under six travel free.

› One-day travel passes  (Tageskarte) are valid for unlimited travel on all forms of public transport until 3am the following day. The cost for the AB zone is €6.30. Group day passes  (Kleingruppenkarte) are valid for up to five people travelling together and cost €15.

› Buy tickets from vending machines in U- or S-Bahn stations and aboard trams, from bus drivers and at station offices and news kiosks sporting the yellow BVG logo. Don’t buy tickets from scammers selling used ones outside stations.

› All tickets except those bought from bus drivers must be stamped before boarding. Anyone caught without a valid ticket escapes only with a red face and €40 fine payable on the spot.



S-Bahn

[image: toptipsgif] Best for... Covering longer distances within Berlin.

› S-Bahn trains run on the main tracks and make fewer stops than the U-Bahn. Denoted as S1, S2, etc in this book, they operate from 4am to 12.30am and all night on Friday, Saturday and public holidays.

Bus

[image: toptipsgif] Best for... City sightseeing on the cheap.

› City buses run frequently between 4.30am and 12.30am.

› Night buses take over the remaining hours, running roughly every 30 minutes.

› MetroBuses, designated M19, M41 etc, operate 24/7.

› Buses 100 and 200 follow routes linking major sights (Click here).

› For information, see www.bvg.de.

Tram

[image: toptipsgif] Best for... Covering neighbourhoods not served by other transport.

› Trams only operate in the eastern districts.

› Trams, designated M1, M2 etc, run 24/7.

Bicycle

[image: toptipsgif] Best for... Exploring local neighbourhoods.

› Many hostels and hotels have bikes for guest use, often for free or a nominal fee.

› Rental stations are plentiful. These range from convenience stores to clothing boutiques to gas stations to bike shops and bike ranks. Keep an eye out for ‘Rent-A-Bike’ signs or consult www.adfc-berlin.de (link to Service, then ADFC Branchenbuch, then Fahrradverleih) for addresses.

› The website www.bbbike.de is a handy route planner.

› Bicycles may be taken aboard designated U-Bahn and S-Bahn carriages (usually the first and last ones), but you need to get a separate ticket called a  Fahrradkarte (bicycle ticket, €1.50).

Taxi

[image: toptipsgif] Best for... Late nights and groups sharing the cost.

› Flag down a cab, pick one up at a rank or book one on [image: iconphonegif] 443 322 or [image: iconphonegif] 210 202.

› Flag fall is €3.20, then it’s €1.65 per kilometre for the first 7km and €1.28 for each kilometre thereafter. Rates were expected to increase in 2012.

› The short-trip rate  (Kurzstrecke) entitles you to ride for 2km but only if you flag down a moving taxi and request this rate before the driver has activated the regular metre.

› Tip about 10%.

Essential Information

Business Hours

[image: toptipsgif] Top Tip Many boutiques and smaller shops don’t open until noon and close at 6pm or 7pm.

Exceptions to the following standard hours are noted in reviews:

› Bars from 6pm

› Clubs from 11pm or midnight

› Restaurants 11am-10.30pm

› Shops 10am-8pm Mon-Sat


Late-Night & Sunday Shopping

› One handy feature of Berlin culture is the  Spätkauf ( Späti in local vernacular), which are small neighbourhood stores stocked with the basics and open from early evening until 2am or later. They’re especially prevalent in areas with busy streetlife or nightlife.

› Some supermarkets (especially select branches of the Kaiser’s chain) stay open until midnight; a few even through the night.

› Shops and supermarkets in major train stations (Hauptbahnhof, Ostbahnhof, Friedrichstrasse) are open late and on Sundays.

› Petrol stations also stock some supplies, usually at premium prices.



Discount Cards

[image: toptipsgif] Top Tip An unbeatable deal for culture vultures, the Berlin Museum Pass buys admission to the permanent exhibits of about 70 museums on three consecutive opening days. It sells for €19 (concession €9.50) at Berlin tourist offices (Click here) and participating museums.

› Berlin WelcomeCard Entitles you to unlimited public transport and up to 50% discount to 200 sights, attractions and tours for periods of two, three and five days. Cards start at €17 for 48 hours and are available online at www.visitberlin.de or at Berlin tourist offices, U-Bahn and S-Bahn ticket vending machines, BVG offices and many hotels.

› CityTourCard (www.citytourcard.de) Works on the same scheme as the Berlin WelcomeCard and starts at €16. Buy it at U-Bahn and S-Bahn vending machines, BVG and S-Bahn offices.

Money

[image: toptipsgif] Top Tip The easiest way to obtain cash is from ATMs linked to international networks like Cirrus, Plus and Maestro. Check with your bank for fees and daily withdrawal limits.

› The German currency is the euro (€), divided into 100 cents.

› Cash is king in Berlin where credit cards are not as widely used as in other countries. Always enquire first.

› Report lost or stolen cards at [image: iconphonegif] 116 116.

Telephone

› Most public payphones work with phonecards, which are sold at convenience stores, post offices and tourist offices.

› Berlin’s city code is [image: iconphonegif] 030; Germany’s country code is [image: iconphonegif] 49.

› Mobile (cell) phones operate on GSM900/1800. If your home country uses a different standard, you’ll need a multiband GSM phone while in Germany.

› Buying a prepaid local SIM card (eg at Netto, Lidl or Aldi supermarkets) may bring costs down.

Tipping

› Restaurant bills almost always include  Bedienung (service charge) but most people add 5% or 10% unless service was truly abhorrent.

› At hotels, porters get €1 or €2 per bag; it’s also nice to leave some cash for the room cleaners.

› Tip bartenders about 5% and taxi drivers about 10%.

Toilets

[image: toptipsgif] Top Tip Guys can have a quaint pee in the octagonal Christmas-tree-green  pissoirs that are vestiges from the 19th century when indoor plumbing was not yet commonplace.

› Free-standing public pay toilets are scattered throughout central Berlin.

› Toilets in malls, department stores, public venues, cafe and restaurant are often attended by cleaners who either request a small fee (usually €0.50) or expect a small tip.


Dos & Don’ts

› Do say  ‘Guten Tag’ when entering a business.

› Do state your last name at the start of a phone call.

› Do bring a small gift or flowers when invited to a meal.

› Do bag your own groceries in supermarkets. And quickly!

› Don’t be late for meetings and dinner invitations.

› Don’t talk about WWII with a victor’s mentality.

› Don’t assume you can pay by credit card, especially when eating out.

From April to October extended hours may apply.

Hauptbahnhof ([image: iconhoursgif] 8am-10pm; U-/S-Bahn Hauptbahnhof) Near the Europaplatz north exit.

Neues Kranzler Eck (Kurfürstendamm 22; [image: iconhoursgif] 10am-8pm Mon-Sat, 9.30am-6pm Sun; U-Bahn Kurfürstendamm)

Travellers with Disabilities

› There are ramps and/or lifts in many public buildings, including train stations, museums, concert halls and cinemas.

› Most buses and trams are wheelchair-accessible and many U- and S-Bahn stations are equipped with ramps or lifts. Many stations have grooved platforms to assist vision-impaired passengers.

› For trip-planning assistance, contact the BVG ([image: iconphonegif] 194 19; www.bvg.de).

› For free wheelchair rentals and a breakdown service, call [image: iconphonegif] 0180 111 4747 for 24-hour assistance.

Visas

› Most EU nationals need only their national identity card or passport to enter, stay and work in Germany.

› Citizens of the US, Canada, Australia, New Zealand and Israel are among those who need only a valid passport (no visa) for tourist stays of up to three months.

› Nationals from other countries must apply for a Schengen visa with the consulate of the country that is your primary destination.

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Language

It’s easy to pronounce German because
almost all sounds are also found in
English - just read our pronunciation
guides as if they were English and you'll
be understood.

In German, word stress falls mostly
on the first syllable - in our pronun-
ciation guides the stressed syllable is
indicated with italics.

Note that German has polite and
informal forms for ‘vou’ (Sie and du re-
spectively). When addressing people you
don’t know well, use the polite form.

In this language guide, polite forms are
used, unless you see (pol/inf) which
indicates we've given both options. Also
note that (m/f) indicates masculine and
feminine forms.
