  you’ll need to make 12 different wrap bracelet designs, from the most classic, 
  made of leather cord and beads, to the most fancy, made colorful ribbons and 
  lace. All you have to do is get to work and unleash your creative impulse.


  Bead quantities and cord lengths prescribed in this manual 
  are based on a 6 3/8 in (16cm) wrist circumference.


  NOTE: the accompanying video for each wrap bracelet design presents required

  materials and shows the first steps for making the given design. For successive

  and finishing steps, please refer to the photographic tutorial on pages 10-21.

  Introduction


  Wearing a bracelet as an adornment has been common to all civilizations throughout history. From the “slave bracelet” worn by Roman women during the Roman Empire and the richly-colored glass bangles of Hindu tradition, to today’s “must-have” versions, wrap bracelets have always been a favorite. A versatile accessory, they go with any type of outfit, from the most elegant to the most casual. They’re made of leather cord (or other types of cord) with glass and metallic beads, semi-precious stones, buttons and jingling charms sewn on in all sorts of colorful and textural combinations designed to fit the personality of the wearer.
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  Materials and Accessories


  This kit contains the components you’ll need to make three double wrap bracelets: beads and cords in three colors, charms, closures and a useful “cord board” to keep the process easy. The pages that follow contain basic instructions for making the wrap. You’ll also need a few basic tools:


  1 adhesive tape


  2 thimble


  3 clear nail polish


  4 metal binder clips


  5 work surface


  6 tailor’s tape measure


  7 beading needle


  8 scissors


  9 wire cutters


  10 round-nose pliers


  11 board


  You’ll use the nail polish to seal knots, the tape measure to measure wrist circumference, the scissors and wire cutters to cut threads and cords, the pliers to fasten the charms and, lastly, the thimble for protection while you’re sewing beads onto the bracelets.
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  Before you begin work on a bracelet, consider different combinations of materials and then figure out what you’ll need. Use this basic formula to figure out how long the cord should be:


  C x t x 2+ 5+ 20 (Formula to use with metric system units)


  C x t x 2+ 2 +8 (Formula to use with US Customary System units)


  First measure your wrist circumference (C), and multiply it by the number of times (t) you’ll want to wrap it around your wrist; then add another 2 in (5cm) so the bracelet isn’t too tight; finally, double the resulting length and add 8 in (20cm) (for the two loop closures). To calculate how many beads you’ll need for the wrap bracelet, simply divide the length of the bracelet by the diameter of the bead. The number you get will be the number of beads you need to make the bracelet.

  2 assortment of beads


  3 lace

  Bead diameters and cord width/thicknesses are given in millimeters.
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  Your First Double Wrap Bracelet


  The photographic tutorial included in the next pages 
  shows the basic techniques for making these bracelets. 
  Welcome to the fabulous world of the Wrap Bracelet!


  Materials


  1 brown cord


  2 100 round aqua-colored pearl-finish beads 4mm


  3 100 blue glass seed beads 3mm


  4 1 button with two holes


  Other materials


  5 beading needle and thread for sewing the bead
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  1 Lay the board, cord, and button out on the work surface.
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  2 Thread the two ends of the cord through the buttonholes (one end through each hole) and pull the two cord ends so that they are even.
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  3 Secure the cord to the board by passing the two cords through the slot, so that the button is locked on the backside.
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  4 Tie a taut knot with the two cords on the front side of the board. Now you’re ready to begin…good luck!
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  5 Cut two lengths of thread approximately 1 1/8 yd (1m) long. Thread a needle with both threads and pull to bring the four ends together. Tie them in a knot. Working at the top front part of the board pass the needle under then over the cord. Insert the needle head between the two threads trailing on the side you started on and pull all the way through to secure the thread to the cords.
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  6 After securing the thread to the cord (as shown in the previous step), form a loop, as shown, and pass the needle across the top of the two cords, then under them and up through the loop. Pull the needle all the way through. Repeat three or four times.
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  7 Apply a tiny drop of clear nail polish directly to the knots you’ve just made, to seal them.
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  8 Thread a bead through the needle and slide it down to the cord.
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  9 Position the thread on the left side of the cords. Pass the thread and needle under the cords.
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  10 Position the bead between the two cords in such a way that the bead’s hole is oriented with openings facing up (toward top of board) and down (toward bottom of board).
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  11 Your thread and needle should now be on the top (right) side of the cords. Bring your thread over the top cord and insert the needle through the top bead hole and out the bottom hole, thereby securing the top of the bead. Now, bring the needle and thread underneath the lower (left) cord.
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  12 Bring the needle up through the bottom bead hole and out the top, and then pass the needle under the top (right) cord and pull all the way through. Now loop your thread over the top cord and pass the needle back though the bead. Pull taut. You’ve now secured the bead to both cords.
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  13 Pass the needle and thread under the bottom (left) cord and add another bead.
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  14 For the remaining beads repeat steps 8 through 11. After 10 pearl beads, switch to glass (if you wish), then back to pearl. (Check out the video demo.)
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  Let your imagination run wild!
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  15 Continue working until you have reached the end of your bracelet.
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  16 Finish off the bracelet by tying slip knots as in step 6.
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  17 Apply a tiny drop of clear nail polish directly to the knots you’ve just made, to seal them.
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  18 Remove the bracelet from the loom and, voilà, your work is complete.


  And viola—your first wrap bracelet is ready to wear!
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  19 To make the button hole closure, tie a knot as close to the last bead as you can, then tie another knot about 5/8 in (1.5cm) from the first knot. The resulting loop should be large enough for a button to fit through, but not so large as to let it slip out again. Use the wire cutters to trim the remaining cord.
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  TIP: To add more thread while you’re making the bracelet, first secure the last bead you’ve been working with by passing the thread and needle through it several times (before you run out of thread). Then rethread the needle and secure the first new bead in the same way.
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  How to Make the Flat Knot


  The wrap bracelet in the earlier tutorial illustrates the classic, traditional method, using a needle and thread. Now we’ll learn to make long, wrap-about bracelets using the so-called “macramé technique.” Beads will be attached to the cord by means of a flat knot.
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  The flat knot method
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  1 Secure the cord that you’ll string the beads onto (the “bead cord”) to your work surface.
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  2 Take a second cord and pass it beneath the first one, as shown.
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  3 Now you’re going to cross the two extremities of the second cord over the front of the bead cord, as if to form a loop, with the left extremity crossing in front of the right extremity. Then pass this cord tip (now it’s on the right of the bead cord) under the bead cord and up through the left half of the loop you formed. Pull the cord taut and repeat. This is the flat knot.
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  4 Slide a bead up the bead cord and tie another flat knot. The bead will be secured by the flat knot.
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  5 Keep adding beads and knotting the cords until the bracelet has reached the desired length.


  


  Four–wrap bracelet


  Design 1—The Marrakesh


  This four-wrap, casual style wrap bracelet is made

  with three different types of beads and a natural,

  brown leather cord; it will suit any type of outfit.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 62 in (158cm) leather cord – 1.5mm


  2 1 small, silver, round and flat metal button with two holes


  3 144 silver, faceted metallic beads – 3mm


  4 40 aqua-colored, round pearl-finish beads – 4mm


  5 52 azure blue, transparent, cube-shaped glass beads 3mm


  6 1 skein of brown embroidery floss such as DMC no. 780
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    AZURE BLUE


    This is the color of the sky, the sea, the great infinite; it represents loyalty and the pursuit of ideals. The color evokes a sense of peace and wellbeing and paves the way to meditation and understanding.

  


  How to make it


  Affix the two ends of the bracelet to your work surface and start sewing on the beads as in the photographic tutorial, alternating between 15 of the metallic beads, 10 of the resin beads and 13 of the glass beads.


  


  Five–wrap bracelet


  Design 2—The Carmen


  The combination of red and pink, and the added charm and tassel,

  both of which can be easily added or removed depending on one’s mood,

  lend this wrap an elegant, yet lively, look.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 37 in (95cm) pink rattail cord


  2 37 in (95cm) red rattail cord


  3 1 small, silver, oval and flat, metal button with two holes


  4 215 red, faceted glass beads – 3mm


  5 1 skein of fuchsia embroidery floss such as DMC no. 666
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  What you need for the charm


  6 1 silver jump ring


  7 1 golden round charm (with a hole through the edge) – 5/8 in (1.5cm) diameter


  8 1 tassel made of red and pink embroidery floss


  
    RED


    This is the color of blood, fire, love, and passion; it represents a strong will and inner life force.

  


  How to make it


  Fold the two cords of rattail in half and place them together so that the four tips are side by side and line up evenly. Pass two of the cord tips (one red and one pink) through the buttonholes and sew the cords together right beneath the button. Secure the button and cords to your work surface and start adding beads as shown in the photographic tutorial. Once you’ve finished the bracelet, try it on and add the charm.


  


  Five–wrap bracelet


  Design 3—The Frangipani


  An endless row of multi-colored beads—emerald green, ruby red,

  sapphire blue and more, between leather cords…:

  this is one of the most classic styles of the five-wrap bracelet.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 75 in (190cm) leather cord – 1.5mm


  2 1 small, silver, round and flat, metal button with two holes


  3 215 faceted glass beads in various colors – 4mm


  4 1 skein of brown embroidery floss such as DMC no. 780


  What you need for the charm


  5 golden butterfly-shaped charm with attached loophole


  6 1 silver or gold jump ring
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    LILAC


    It’s the color of recognition, connection, and intimate union, both physical and emotional, between one’s self and the rest of the world. It’s also the color of self-discovery and harmony.

  


  How to make it


  Affix the two ends of the bracelet to your work surface and start sewing on the beads as in the photographic tutorial, alternating colors in whatever way you like.


  


  Five–wrap bracelet


  Design 4—The Scheherazade


  Here’s a bracelet whose deep shades are reminiscent of the sea, with a charm that

  comes straight out of the world of storytelling. It’s a practical accessory, but can

  easily be converted to match an outfit suited to romantic pursuits.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 37 in (95cm) azure blue rattail cord


  2 37 in (95cm) blue rattail cord


  3 1 small, silver, oval and flat, metal button with two holes


  4 215 blue, faceted glass beads – 4mm


  5 1 skein of azure blue embroidery floss such as DMC no. 3845


  What you need for the charm


  6 1 silver jump ring


  7 1 silver bunny-shaped charm


  8 1 tassel made of the azure blue embroidery floss
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    BLUE


    This is the color of the deep and mysterious oceans. It relaxes you and brings you serenity, conveying a sense of equilibrium, calm, tolerance, and harmony.

  


  How to make it


  Fold the two cords of rattail in half and place them together so that the four tips are side by side and line up evenly. Pass two of the cord tips (one azure blue and one blue) through the buttonholes and sew the cords together right beneath the button. Secure the button and cords to your work surface and start adding beads as shown in the photographic tutorial. Once you’ve finished the bracelet, try it on and add the charm.


  


  Four–wrap bracelet


  Design 5—The Grace


  This bracelet consists of double strands of leather and beads on the outside,

  and a satin-finish oval cable jewelry chain in the middle. Making it

  may test your manual dexterity, but you’ll be richly rewarded with the result.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 61 in (155cm) leather cord – 1.5mm


  2 6 3/8 in (16cm) satin-finish oval cable jewelry chain


  3 1 small, silver, oval and flat, metal button with two holes


  4 220 aqua blue, round, resin beads – 3mm


  5 1 skein of brown embroidery floss such as DMC no. 78
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    SILVER


    Long associated with the Moon and femininity (unlike gold, which is associated with the Sun and masculinity), it is symbolic of strength and purity, of sound principles and a capacity for self-improvement.

  


  How to make it


  Lay out:


  • 63/8 in (16cm) in satin-finish oval cable jewelry chain,


  • 193/4 in (50cm) of the leather cord, and


  • 413/8 in (105cm) of the leather cord


  onto your work surface. Thread the 19.7 in (50cm) leather cord through the first ring of the jewelry chain, pull it through, and fold it so that the two ends of the cord meet up. Do the same with the 41 3/8 in (105cm) leather cord, but thread this one through the first ring on the other end of the jewelry chain. Slip the button through the shorter cord and tie a knot at one end. Secure the button and cord to your work surface and start adding beads as shown in the photographic tutorial. Keep adding beads until you’ve reached the first ring of the jewelry chain. Repeat with the longer cord, sewing beads along the first 15.8 in (40cm). After you’ve sewn on the last bead, tie a knot. Finish with a loop closure by tying a second knot at a distance of about 5/8 in (1.5cm) from the first knot (the loop has to be wide enough for the button to go through it).


  


  Five–wrap bracelet


  Design 6—The Samba


  Orange and fuchsia: this color cocktail emits a burst of energy

  and makes you happy just looking at it.

  Its vitamin-dose of color will conjure up summer even if it’s snowing outside.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 37 in (95cm) fuchsia rattail cord


  2 37 in (95cm) orange rattail cord


  3 1 small, silver, oval and flat, metal button with two holes


  4 178 round, metallic silver resin beads – 4mm


  5 16 round, metallic silver resin beads – 6mm


  6 1 skein of fuchsia embroidery floss such as DMC no. 718
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    ORANGE


    Warm and sunny, orange is the color of vitality, optimism, and confidence in one’s self and in

  


  How to make it


  Fold the two cords of rattail in half and place them together so that the four tips are side by side and line up evenly. Pass two of the cord tips (one fuchsia and one orange) through the buttonholes and sew the cords together right beneath the button. Secure the button and cords to your work surface and start adding beads as shown in the photographic tutorial. Start by using 14 of the 4mm beads. Then continue alternating between 1 of the 6mm beads and 10 of the 4mm beads. You will alternate 14 times. Finish up with 1 of the 6mm beads and 14 of the 4mm beads.


  


  Four–wrap bracelet


  Design 7—The Pocahontas


  This design, embellished with azure blue, green,

  and golden glass beads makes a bold statement:

  like a tribal tattoo it confers allure and moxie on the wearer.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 62 in (158cm) black leather cord – 1mm


  2 1 small, silver, oval and flat, metal button with two holes


  3 48 azure blue faceted glass beads – 4mm


  4 40 green faceted glass beads – 4mm


  5 121 golden ribbed metallic beads – 3mm


  6 1 skein of black embroidery floss such as DMC no. 310
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  What you need for the charm


  7 1 golden, metallic, heart-shaped charm with attached loophole


  8 1 silver or gold jump ring
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    GREEN


    This is Nature’s color, the color of respect for her laws and traditions, the color of serenity, hope, perseverance and tenacity. It has a relaxing and calming effect.

  


  How to make it


  Affix the two ends of the bracelet to your work surface and start sewing on the beads as in the photographic tutorial, alternating between 11 of the metallic beads and 8 of the glass beads (first use the azure blue ones, then the green ones). Keep working until the end of the bracelet. Once you’ve finished the bracelet, try it on and add the charm.


  


  Four–wrap bracelet


  Design 8—The Bora Bora


  Aqua green, a sophisticated shade of blue green,

  conjures up images of seawater lapping beaches of white sand.

  It’s a must accessory for your all-black outfit!
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 50 in (126cm) aqua green rattail cord


  2 1 small, silver, oval and flat, metal button with two holes


  3 70 aqua green, faceted glass beads – 4mm


  4 80 silver, faceted metallic beads – 3mm


  5 1 skein of aqua green embroidery floss such as DMC no. 3812
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    AQUA GREEN


    “Refreshing” par excellence, this color conveys a sense of calm and serenity, and conveys a sense that there is no need to be overemotional. It’s also a telltale sign of good taste... with a touch of the romantic!

  


  How to make it


  Affix the two ends of the bracelet to your work surface and start sewing on the beads as in the photographic tutorial, alternating between 10 of the metallic beads and 10 of the glass beads. Repeat the sequence until you reach the end.


  


  Double–wrap bracelet


  Design 9—The Navajo


  This bracelet is made with tiny pastel-colored and golden glass beads.

  It has an ethnic flavor and is reminiscent of Navajo beadwork,

  but is also perfect for a more contemporary look.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 35½ in (90cm) brown leather cord – 1mm


  2 1 small, silver, round and flat, metal button with two holes


  3 186 aqua green glass beads – 3mm


  4 111 pink glass beads – 3mm


  5 51 golden glass beads – 3mm


  6 1 skein of brown embroidery floss such as DMC no. 780
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    PINK


    It’s the color of romance, of affection and complicity; it’s the color of mutual understanding and of romantic love the ability to love and welcome others, and to forgive. It’s the color that shuts out bad thoughts.

  


  How to make it


  Affix the two ends of the bracelet to your work surface and start sewing on the beads as in the photographic tutorial, alternating between 10 of the metallic beads and 10 of the glass beads. Repeat the sequence until you reach the end.


  


  Three–wrap bracelet


  Design 10—The Acapulco


  This “celestial” wrap is embellished with a simple 2-bead charm.

  It’s the perfect accessory for nonchalant chic, conveying a sense that

  the wearer is equally at home with the ephemeral as with everyday reality.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 50 in (126cm) azure blue rattail cord


  2 1 small, silver, oval and flat, metal button with two holes


  3 133 azure blue, faceted glass beads – 4mm


  4 1 skein of azure blue embroidery floss such as DMC no. 3846
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  What you need for the charm


  5 1 silver jump ring

     1 one azure blue bead and 1 silver bead

     1 silver head pin


  
    SKY BLUE


    This is the heavenly version of blue, the color of freedom, calmness, the color of the placid and constant; it’s the color of trust. It is relaxing and conveys a sense of peace.

  


  How to make it


  Affix the two ends of the bracelet to your work surface and start sewing on the beads as in the basic tutorial. To make the charm, slide an azure blue and a silver bead onto a flat-head pin. Then, using the round-nose pliers, twist the pointed end of the pin into a loop and attach the jump ring. Now you’ve made the charm! Once you’ve finished, try on the bracelet and add the charm.


  


  Double–wrap bracelet


  Design 11—The Camellia


  This is a truly unique wrap with large beads and ecru lace.

  A romantic and regal accessory for occasions so special

  that you wouldn’t possibly want to miss them.
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 7 in (94cm) brown leather cord – 1mm


  2 1 small, silver, oval and flat, metal button with two holes


  3 46 beige, pearl-like, round resin beads – 8mm


  4 3 3/8 yd (3 m) white lace soaked overnight in a cup of tea


  5 1 skein of beige embroidery floss such as DMC no. 543


  What you need for the charm


  6 1 golden metallic medallion (with eyelet) 5/8 in (1.5cm) diameter


  7 1 silver or gold jump ring
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    BEIGE


    A classic and neutral color, beige is warm and reassuring; it conveys a sense of sweetness and softness. Beige creates a sense of space for contemplation and symbolizes spirituality and serenity.

  


  How to make it


  Thread the two ends of the leather cord through the buttonholes and pull the two cord ends so that they are even. Wrap the lace around the entire length of the cord. Affix the bracelet to your work surface and start sewing on the beads as in the photographic tutorial. Once you’ve finished the bracelet, try it on and add the charm.


  


  Double–wrap bracelet


  Design 12—The Mozart


  Here’s a “musical” version of the wrap with a matching charm.

  Craft stores carry ribbon trim with any of a number of themes,

  suited to any occasion. Indulge your every whim!
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  What you need for the bracelet


  1 2½ yd (2.5m) black leather cord – 1mm


  2 23½ in (60cm) decorative ribbon trim
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  What you need for the charm


  3 1 golden metallic G clef-shaped charm (with eyelet)


  4 1 silver or gold jump ring

  



  
    GRAY


    Gray is the color of fog and mist. It’s a symbol of introversion, neutrality, anonymity, and absence of human character. It symbolizes a certain detachment from emotion and a stepping back from things; it’s a sort of means to self-preservation.

  


  How to make it


  Secure the ends of the ribbon trim to your work surface. Pass the black leather cord beneath it and start tying a series of flat knots. Once you’ve finished the bracelet, try it on and add the charm.
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
