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Knitting


Starry Night Doorstop

BY LISA FORDHAM
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You Will Need:

3.5mm knitting needles

2 × 50g balls black yarn

1 × 25g ball pale yellow yarn

1 × 25g ball silver yarn , Patons Diploma Gold DK Black (06183), Patons Fab DK Lemon (02330) and Rowan Shimmer Silver (092)

Black felt

Leftover fabric for inner bag

Clean sand

1. For the inner bag, cut six pieces from your fabric leftovers each measuring 15cm (6in) square. Pin four pieces right sides together in a row; machine stitch. Attach the fifth piece to make the bag bottom. Attach the top panel but leave the last edge unstitched. Turn through. and fill with clean sand; hand stitch the final edge closed.

2. Cast on 25sts and working in garter stitch, knit squares measuring 15cm (6in). Knit four in black and two in pale yellow yarn.

3. Sew the knitted panels together with black yarn, inserting the weighted bag before stitching closed. Cast on 12sts using black yarn and work in garter stitch a 15cm (6in) long strap. Cut a piece of black felt to the same size and sew the two together using a blanket stitch and black yarn.

4. Following the pattern below, knit and attach three stars:

With the pale yellow and silver yarns held together, cast on 55sts.

Knit one row.

Next row: K4 sl1, k2tog, psso, *K8, sl1 k2tog, psso; repeat from * to last 4 sts, k4. (45sts)

Next row: K3, sl1, k2tog, psso, *K6, sl1 k2tog, psso; repeat from * to last 3 sts, k3. (35sts)

Next row: K2, sl1, k2tog, psso, *K4, sl1 k2tog, psso; repeat from * to last 2 sts, k2. (25sts)

Next row: K1, sl1, k2tog, psso, *K2, sl1 k2tog, psso; repeat from * to last 2 sts, K1. (15sts)

Next: Sl1, k2tog, psso: repeat from * to end 5sts. Cut yarn, thread through rem sts, draw tight and secure. Sew sides together.


Cute Pocket Doll

BY CLAIRE GARLAND
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You Will Need:

Four 3.75mm (US size 5) double-pointed needles

1 × 50g ball pink yarn (MC)

1 × 100g ball blue yarn (C)

1 × 50g ball aqua yarn (Dress) , Rowan Pure Wool DK Tudor Rose (046), Patons 100% Cotton 4 Ply Sky (01702) and Patons Diploma Gold DK Aqua (06243)

Toy filling

Pink felt

White sewing thread , Gutermann colour 800

Small safety pin

1. Knit the pocket doll following the pattern below:

Head and body

Using 3.75mm double-pointed needles and MC cast on 10sts.

Step 1: Hold needle with sts in left hand (LH).

Step 2: Hold two empty dpns parallel in right hand.

Step 3: Slip first stitch onto the dpn closest to you and off the LH nee

dle. Slip next stitch onto the dpn furthest away and off the LH needle.

Repeat steps 1–3 until all 10sts are divided onto the 2 parallel dpns.

Slide sts to other end of dpns. Work in the round over two dpns using a 3rd dpn to knit with.

Rnd 1: Beg with the 5sts at the back, k10.

Rnd 2: (inc) Kf&b, k3, kf&b, kf&b, k3, kf&b. 14sts (7sts on each dpn)

Place marker (small safety pin).

Rnd 3: K14.

Rnd 4: (inc) Kf&b, k5, kf&b, kf&b, k5, kf&b. (18sts)

Rnd 5: K18.

Rep Rnd 5 once.

Rnd 7: (inc) Kf&b, k7, kf&b, kf&b, k7, kf&b. (22sts)

Rnd 8: K22.

Rep Rnd 8 once.

Rnd 10: (inc) Kf&b, k9, kf&b, kf&b, k9, kf&b. (26sts)

Rnd 11: K26.

Rep Rnd 11 twice.

Rnd 14: (dec) Sl1, k1, psso, k9, k2tog, sl1, k1, psso, k9, k2tog.

Rnd 15: K22.

Rnd 16: (dec) Sl1, k1, psso, k7, k2tog, sl1, k1, psso, k7, k2tog.

Rnd 17, 19, 21: K.

Rnds 18, 20: decrease 4sts on each rnd; decreasing 1st at beg and end on each dpn. (10sts)

Rep Rnd 21 twice.

Rnd 24: (inc) Kf&b, k3, kf&b, kf&b, k3, kf&b. (14sts)

Rnd 25: K14.

Rnd 26: (inc) Kf&b, k5, kf&b, kf&b, k5, kf&b. (18sts)

Rnd 27: K18.

Rep Rnd 27 16 times.

Stuff the head and the body.

Legs

Rnd 44: (dec) K4, sl1, k1, psso, k3, k4, sl1, k1, psso, k3. (16sts)

Rnd 45: K4, slide next 8sts off needles onto safety pin, k4 from back needle. (8sts)

*Rnd 46: K8.

Rep last rnd until leg, measures 15cm (6in)

(K2tog) 4 times. (4sts)

Cut yarn, thread end through sts.**

Rejoin yarn to rem 8sts, work as Right Leg from * to **.

Arms

Cast on 6sts, work i-cord until arm measures 11.5cm (4½in).

Sl1, k1, psso, k2, k2tog. (4sts)

Cut yarn, thread end through sts.

Sew the arms to the side of the body working a couple of sts with sewing thread to secure.

Hair

Using yarn C, cast on 36sts.

Work in garter stitch for 2 rows.

*Cast on 3, cast off 3, cast off 2sts. Slip st that’s on RH needle onto LH**, rep from * to ** to last set, cast on 3, cast off 3, cast off last 2sts.

Stitch the hair evenly onto the head with sewing thread, tie extra lengths at the back into a pony tail.

Simple dress

Using yarn Dress, cast on 34sts and divide over 3 needles; n1 – 12sts, n2 – 10sts, n3 – 12sts.

Join in the round, being careful not to twist.

Work evenly, knitting every rnd, for 12 rnds.

Rnd 13: (dec) (K3, sl1, k1, psso, k2tog) twice, k6, (sl1, k1, psso, k2tog, k3) twice. (26sts)

Work evenly, knitting every rnd, for 12 rnds.

Rnd 26: (dec) K6, sl1, k1, psso, k2tog, k6, sl1, k1, psso, k2tog, k6. (22sts)

Work evenly, knitting every rnd, for 3 rnds.

Shape the sleeves as follows:

Rnd 30: (dec) K4, cast off 4sts, k5, cast off 4sts, k3. (14sts)

Rnd 31: (inc) K4, backward loop (BL) cast on 4sts, k6, BL cast on 4sts, k4. (22sts)

Rnd 32: K22.

Cast off.

2. Dress the doll. Embroider eyes using doubled strands of white sewing thread. Make a single stitch for the eye and as the thread emerges out onto the right side of the face, snip ends as eyelashes. Cut a tiny felt triangle for the mouth and stitch onto the face with a couple of tiny stitches.


Busy Bee Cushion

BY LOUISE BUTT
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You Will Need:

3.75mm (US size 5) knitting needles

Four 4mm (US size 6) double-pointed needles

3 × 100g balls yellow yarn

1 × 50g ball black yarn ,Patons Fab DK Canary (02305), Patons Diploma Gold DK Black (06183)

1. Knit the cushion following the pattern below:

Front

Cast on 110sts in yellow yarn using 3.75mm needles.

Starting with a k row work 16 rows in st st.

Place intarsia chart: K16 then start chart. (Note: start counting the sts from the bottom right corner, these sts are in addition to the first 16 you worked at the start of the row.) Once chart is finished, cont in st st until the length of your knitting measures the same as the width. Then cast off.

Back

Cast on 110sts in yellow yarn and work in st st until knitting measures the same length as the front. Cast off.

2. For the cushion edging make a length of i-cord following the pattern below:

Using two 4mm dpns and black yarn cast on 4sts. K all sts, but don’t turn the needle. Instead slide all the sts to the other end of the dpn and with right side facing, pull the working yarn to give it a slight tension and k the 4sts, then slide worked sts to the end of the needle again. Cont.

3. Produce a tube of knitting that is long enough to fit around all four sides of the cushion.

4. Darn in all ends and join three sides of the cushion. Insert a cushion pad to fit, then sew the remaining side closed. Attach the i-cord to the edge using backstitch to conceal the seam.


Cute Hanging Heart

BY DOROTHY WOOD
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You Will Need:

4mm (US size 6) knitting needles

1 × 50g ball lime yarn , Patons Dreamtime DK Lime (04952)

Fuchsia, gold and white felt

1. Knit two hearts following the pattern below:

Using 4mm knitting needles and lime yarn cast on 2sts.

Row 1: (WS) Knit, purl to end.

Row 2: (RS) Increase by knitting into the front and back (kf&b) of both of the stitches on the needle. (4sts)

Row 3: Purl to end.

Row 4: Kf&b of 1st st, knit to last st, kf&b. (6sts)

Row 5: Purl to end.

Repeat rows 4 and 5 until 18sts.

Knit 6 rows stocking stitch.

*Knit 9 and turn, purl to end of row.

K2tog tbl, knit to last 2sts k2tog.

Purl.

Repeat last 2 rows to 3sts rem, cast off knit wise on the purl side.

Rejoin yarn and work other the half of the heart from * to match.

2. Block the knitted hearts by lightly steam pressing on the reverse side. Using lime yarn and a blunt needle, sew together around the edges leaving a gap on a straight side. Stuff with chopped up scrap yarn or stuffing. Sew the gap closed.

3. Draw 2cm (3⁄4in), 3cm (11⁄8in) and 4cm (11⁄2in) diameter circles onto three different colours of felt.

4. Cut out the felt circles; use pinking shears to cut out the middle circle just outside the marked line. Layer the felt onto the stuffed heart shape. Unravel some yarn and use two strands to sew through the felt and heart out the other side. Sew back through the felt. Tie at the front and trim the ends. Sew a length of yarn at the ‘V’ of the heart at the top. Tie the yarn ends together and trim.


Celebration Bunting

BY ROWENA LANE
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You Will Need:

4mm (US size 6) knitting needles

1 × 50g ball blue yarn

1 × 50g ball red yarn

1 × 50g ball white yarn, Patons Diploma Gold DK Royal (06170), Red (06151) and White (06187)

Satin ribbon (1.5cm/5∕8in wide)

1. Make as many bunting flags as you require following the pattern below and making an equal number from each colour yarn.

Make a slip knot and place on LH needle.

Row 1: (RS) Increase by knitting into the front and back (kf&b) of slip knot. (2sts)

Row 2: Sl1, kf&b. (3sts)

Row 3: Sl1, kf&b, k1. (4sts)

Row 4: Sl1, kf&b, k2. (5sts)

Row 5: Sl1, kf&b, knit to end. (6sts) Repeat row 5 until 12sts on needle.

Knit 2 rows.

Rows 14–15: As row 5.

Rows 16–17: Sl1, knit to end.

Repeat last 4 rows until 33sts on needle.

Knit 3 rows.

Make buttonholes:

Row 37: K3 (cast off 3, k4) to end.

Row 38: K2 (inc in next st, yarn over, inc in next st, k3) repeat to end.

Knit 3 rows.

Cast off.

2. Lay out the bunting flags in a row. Stitch the top 1cm (3⁄8in) of the outside edges of the flags together to form a continuous length. Thread ribbon through the buttonholes, leaving approximately 30cm (12in) at each end for hanging.


Kitten Mittens

BY CLAIRE GARLAND
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You Will Need:

Four 5mm (US size 8) double-pointed needles

1 × 100g ball pink yarn , Rowan Cocoon Petal (823)

Cream, emerald green, lilac, grey and black stranded cotton (floss), DMC colours 726, 562, 341, 415 and 310

Mini blue bows, Modern Retro

1. Knit the mittens following the knitting pattern below:

Cast on 28sts and divide over 3 needles; n1 – 9sts, n2 – 10sts, n3 – 9sts.

Join in the round, being careful not to twist.

Work evenly, knitting every rnd, for 18 rnds.

For right-hand mitten: K10sts, place stitch marker – this marker tallies with the marker on the motif chart – k18.

For left-hand mitten: K24sts, place stitch marker – this marker tallies with the marker on the motif chart – k4

Divide for thumb.

Rnd 20: K18, knit into front and back of next st (kf&b), K1, kf&b, k26. (30sts)

Rnd 21: K30.

Rnd 22: Place row marker, kf&b, k4, kf&b, place row marker, k26. (32sts)

Rnd 23: K32.

Rnd 24: kf&b, k6, kf&b, k26. (34sts)

Rnd 25: K34.

Rnds 26–32: Cont to increase on every alternate round at beg of thumb (after first row marker) and end of thumb (before second row marker), until the thumb has 16 sts. (42sts)

Rnd 33: K16, slide last 16 (these are the thumb sts) onto a spare length of yarn. K26.

Divide remaining stitches evenly onto 3 needles and work 1 round, leaving thumb stitches on spare yarn.

Work 4 rnds k1, p1 rib.

Cast off in rib. Weave in the end.

Rejoin 16 thumb sts to needles, dividing over 3 needles. Pick up one st at beg of thumb sts, k16, pick up 2 sts along hand junction, join in rnd as before. (19sts)

Work 3 rnds st st. Cast off.

Following the chart, work the motif using Swiss darning beginning from the marker position (red cross) and using the stranded cotton threaded in a blunt needle.

Stick then sew on a mini blue bow at the neck of the kitten motif.


Ipad Cosy

You Will Need:

5mm (US size 8) knitting needles

1 × 100g ball blue yarn (MC)

1 × 100g ball variegated yarn (C), Rowan Cocoon Misty Blue (827) and Patons Fab DK Rainbow (02085)

Button

1. Knit the iPad cover following the pattern below:

Back

Cast on 32sts in MC.

Row 1: K4, p4 to end.

Row 2: P4, k4 to end.

Repeat Rows 1 and 2 three times (6 rows worked).

Row 7: P4, k4 to end.

Row 8: K4, p4 to end.

Repeat rows 7 and 8 three more times.

These 12 rows form the pattern.

Rep until work measures 27cm (105⁄8in).

Shape flap:

Row 1: K1, K2tog, k to last 3sts, K2tbl, K1.

Row 2: K to end of row.

Repeat rows 1and 2 three times. (26sts)

Change to yarn C and continue decreasing on alternate rows as above for next 4 rows.

Change back to MC (use doubled) and cont in patt until 10sts rem on needle. K next row.

Make buttonhole:

Row 1: K3, cast off 4sts, knit to end.

Row 2: K3, Yfwd, K3. (7sts)

Row 3: Knit to end.

Row 4: K1, K2tog, K1, K2tog tbl, K1. (5sts)

Row 5: Knit to end.

Row 6: K1, K3tog, K1. (3sts)

Cast off.

Front

Using yarn C, cast on 32sts.

Work as for back until 24cm (91⁄2in) long.

Next rows k to end, until work measures 27cm (105⁄8in).

Cast off.

2. Stitch the front onto the back to make the pouch.

Fold the flap over the front, mark the button position, then sew the button on.


Camera Book Cover

BY LOUISE BUTT
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3.75mm (US size 5) knitting needles

2 × 50g balls black yarn 1 × 50g ball white yarn , Patons Diploma Gold DK Black (06183) and White (06187)

1. Knit the photograph album book cover following the pattern below:

Using 3.75mm needles and black yarn, cast on 90sts and work 4 rows garter stitch.

Row 1: K.

Row 2: K6, p to last 6sts, k6.

(Work these 2 rows throughout while including the chart, to give you a flat selvedge.)

Work a further 6 rows in black.

Place intarsia chart: Work 20sts, then place chart. (Note: start counting the sts from the bottom right corner, these sts are in addition to the first 20 you worked at the start of the row.)

Once chart is complete, continue with Rows 1 and 2 until knitting from last row of garter stitch measures 21cm (81⁄4in).

Work 4 rows garter stitch.

Cast off.

2. With wrong side facing, pin out the knitted panel using glass headed pins to the correct size. Cover with a damp cloth and press gently using a steam iron. With the wrong side of your work facing you, fold over each edge by 4cm (11⁄2in) and join using backstitch above the bottom section of garter stitch and below the top section of garter stitch. Insert your photograph album.


Snake Scarf

BY ZOE LARKINS
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You Will Need:

8mm (US size 11) knitting needles

2 × 100g balls variegated yarn , Rowan Colourscape Chunky Ghost (435)

Red, white and black felt

Violet ribbon

Toy filling

1. Cast on 20sts using 8mm needles working in stocking stitch (one row knit, one row purl) until required length is achieved.

2. When you have reached the desired length for your scarf, start decreasing your stitches following the pattern below:

Row 1: K3, K2tog tbl, K2tog, K6, K2tog, K2tog tbl, K to end. (16sts)

Row 2: Purl to end.

Row 3: K2, K2tog tbl, K2tog, K4, K2tog, K2tog tbl, K to end. (12sts)

Row 4: As row 2.

Row 5: K1, K2tog tbl, K2tog, K6, K2tog, K2tog tbl, K to end. (8sts)

Row 6: As row 2.

Row 7: K1, Sl1, K2tog, psso, Sl2 knitwise, K1, psso, K1. (4sts)

Row 8: As row 2

Row 9: K1, P2tog, K1. (3sts)

Row 10: K3tog. (1sts)

Break off yarn and pull through. Sew up the sides of the scarf from the tail end, as though you are making a tube.

3. Approximately 20cm (8in) from the end, stop and stitch around the tube to gather in and make your snake’s ‘neck’.

4. Stitch from the head to the neck, leaving you with a pocket that you will fill with the toy filling.

5. Once the snake’s head is firmly filled, stitch the gap closed. Attach some felt circle eyes cut from white and black felt. Cut a tongue from red felt and stitch in place. Tie a smart ribbon bow around the snake’s neck to finish.


Stripey Bling Cushion

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You Will Need:

3.25mm (US size 3) knitting needles

1 × 100g ball green yarn (MC) 1 × 25g ball purple yarn (C)Patons 100% Cotton 4 Ply Apple (01205) and Rowan Kidsilk Haze Blackcurrant (641)

Fabric for cushion back: One piece 50cm × 50cm (20in × 20in)Liberty Art Mayfair Mosaic Flower Blue

Green sewing thread, Gutermann colour 582

1. Divide the kid silk haze (yarn C) into two separate balls to make it easier for you to knit with two threads of this fine yarn.

2. Knit the cushion front following the pattern below:

Using yarn MC cast on 105sts (thumb method) and starting with a knit row knit st st (knit on right side RS, purl on wrong side WS) for 10 rows.

Row 11: Using two strands of yarn C, knit one row.

Row 12: Yarn MC for 8 rows.

Row 20: Yarn C for 2 rows.

Row 22: Yarn MC for 8 rows.

Row 30: Yarn C for 3 rows.

Row 33: Yarn MC for 8 rows.

Row 41: Yarn C for 4 rows.

Repeat this pattern until your knitted piece measures the size of your cushion pad (approximately 46cm × 46cm/18in × 18in).

Cast off and sew in the loose yarn ends.

3. Press your fabric square and carefully press your knitted square. With right sides facing, sew the knitted square to the fabric leaving one edge open.

4. Slip the cushion cover over the cushion pad. Over sew the open seam to join the knitted and fabric edge, leaving a neat seam.


Knitted Charms

BY CLAIRE GARLAND
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You Will Need:

Four 3mm (US size 2) double-pointed needles

1 × 100g ball yellow yarn (A)

1 × 50g ball pink yarn (B)

1 × 50g ball red yarn (C)

1 × 50g ball purple yarn (D)

1 × 50g ball white yarn (E), Rowan Creative Focus Worsted Saffron (03810), Rowan Pure Yarn DK Hyacinth (026), Rowan Baby Alpaca DK Cherry (224), Rowan Baby Alpaca DK Blossom (225) and Rowan Purelife British Sheep Breeds DK Bluefaced Leicester (780)

Blue felt

White sewing thread ,Gutermann colour 800

Row marker

Toy filling

Buttons (optional)

1. Knit the bird, flower and heart charms following the patterns below. (Note: the charms use only very small amounts of yarn so you will have plenty to make several of each if you choose to.

Bird charm: In yarn E cast on 8sts.

*Step 1: Hold needle with sts in left hand (LH).

Step 2: Hold 2 empty dpns parallel in right hand.

Step 3: Slip 1st stitch onto the dpn closest to you and off the LH needle. Slip next stitch onto the dpn furthest away and off the LH needle. **

Repeat Steps 1–3 until all 8sts are divided onto the 2 parallel dpns. Slide sts to other end of dpns.

Work in the round over 2 dpns using a 3rd dpn to knit with.

Rnd 1: Beg with the 4sts at the back, k8.

Rnd 2: (inc) Kf&b, k2, kf&b, kf&b, k2, kf&b. (12sts – 6sts on each dpn)

Rnds 3, 5, 7, 9: K.

Rnds 4, 6, 8: Increase 4sts on each rnd; increasing 1st at beg and end on each dpn. (24sts)

Rnd 10: (inc) Kf&b, k11, k11, kf&b. (26sts)

Rnd 11: (inc) Kf&b, k11, kf&b, kf&b, k11, kf&b. (30sts)

Rnd 12: (inc) Kf&b, k14, k14, kf&b. (32sts)

Rnd 13: (inc) Kf&b, k15, k15, kf&b. (34sts)

Rnd 14: (inc) Kf&b, k14, k2tog, k2tog, k14, kf&b.

Rep last round once.

Cut yarn leaving a 23cm (9in) length.

Making up

Very lightly stuff the little bird with toy filling or scrap yarn.

Graft to join.

Cut an equilateral triangle (approximately 1.3cm/1⁄2in each side) from blue felt for the beak, fold in half, point to point, and sew on with the two halves touching the bird (the fold becomes the top of the beak).

Cut a 2.5cm (1in) diameter circle then cut the circle in half for the wings and oversew the straight edge onto the sides of the bird’s body. Sew a stitch or two using a length of contrasting yarn for the eyes.

Flower charm:

Double petal

In yarn A cast on 6sts.

Divide over 2 dpns as Bird Charm from * to **.

Repeat Steps 1–3 until all 6sts are divided onto the 2 parallel dpns. Slide sts to other end of dpns.

Work in the round over two dpns using a 3rd dpn to knit with.

Rnd 1: (inc) Beg with the 3sts at the back, *kf&b, k1, kf&b, kf&b, k1, kf&b. (10sts)

Rnd 2: K10.

Rnd 3: (inc) Kf&b, k3, kf&b, kf&b, k3, kf&b. (14sts)

Rnd 4: K14. Place marker.

Rep last rnd 7 times.

Rnd 12: (dec) Sl1, k1, psso, k3, k2tog, sl1, k1, psso, k3, k2tog. (10sts)

Stuff petal with toy filling or scrap yarn.

Rnd 13: (dec) Sl1, k1, psso, k1, k2tog, sl1, k1, psso, k1, k2tog. (6sts) **

Rnd 14: K6.

Rep last rnd three times.

Rep from * to ** (Rnds 1 – 13) once.

Cut yarn leaving a 10cm (37⁄8in) length.

Graft to join.

Flower centre

In yarn B cast on 6sts.

Divide over 2 dpns as Bird Charm from * to **.

Continue to make as Flower Charm Petals up to Rnd 13 (at **)

Cut yarn leaving a 10cm (37⁄8in) length.

Graft to join.

Make 2 more double petals.

Stack all 3 double petals on top of each other and push a threaded yarn needle through the centres to join, work a few stitches to secure the stack then sew the flower centre to the middle of the stack. Splay the petals outwards to form the flower.

Heart charm: In yarn C cast on 4 sts. Divide over 2 dpns as Bird Charm from * to **.

Row 3: Repeat Steps 1–3 until all 4sts are divided onto the 2 parallel dpns. Slide sts to other end of dpns.

Work in the round over 2 dpns using a 3rd dpn to knit with.

Rnd 1: (inc) Beg with the 2sts at the back, kf&b 4 times. (8sts)

Rnd 2: K8.

Rnd 3: (inc) Kf&b, k2, kf&b, kf&b, k2, kf&b. (12sts)

Rnds 4, 6, 8, 10, 12: K.

Rnds 5, 7, 9, 11: Increase 4sts on each rnd; increasing 1st at beg and end on each dpn. (28sts)

Rnds 13, 14: K.

Rnd 15: K7, slip next 14sts off needles and onto a length of spare yarn, knit next 7.

Rnd 16: (dec) *Sl1, k1, psso, k3, k2tog, sl1, k1, psso, k3, k2tog. (10sts)

Rnd 17: K10.

Rnd 18: (dec) Sl1, k1, psso, k1, k2tog, sl1, k1, psso, k1, k2tog. (6sts)

Cut yarn leaving a 10cm (37⁄8in) length.

Graft to join. **

Making up

Very lightly stuff the heart with toy filling or scrap yarn.

Divide 14sts from other side of heart equally over 2 needles, rejoin yarn, K14 then knit from * to ** (Rnds 16 to end of pattern), completing the stuffing just before joining.

If there is a tiny gap between the two bumps work a little stitch to close.

2. Join the charms together with spare lengths of yarn or thin ribbon, separating the charms with buttons if you wish.


Pretty Peg Bag

BY LOUISE BUTT
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You Will Need:

3.75mm (US size 5) knitting needles

3 × 50g balls dark blue yarn

1 × 50g ball aqua yarn , Patons Diploma Gold DK Navy (06167) and Aqua (06243)

Row marker

Coat hanger

1. Knit the peg bag following the pattern below:

Using 3.75mm knitting needles cast on 70sts in dark blue yarn and work 6 rows garter stitch.

Start moss stitch

Row 1: (K1, p1) to end of row.

Row 2: (P1, k1) to end of row.

Rep these two rows until knitting measures 9cm (31⁄2in) ending with Row 2.

Next row: Work moss stitch for 34sts, yarn over needle, k2tog, moss st to end of row.

Continue in moss st until knitting measures 40cm (151⁄2in). Place row marker and work 12 rows more of moss stitch.

Place intarsia chart: Note: all sts of chart (even those represented by white squares) are worked in st st, with a moss st border either side. There is a 5 row border of st st above and below the peg image.

Work 13sts in moss stitch, P across the first 44sts of the chart, moss stitch to end. This represents row 1 of the chart.

Once you have finished the chart including the 5-row st st border above the last row of the peg image, work 12 rows of moss stitch

Then work 6 rows of garter stitch.

Cast off.

2. Embroider the peg spring using backstitch, then gently press the chart area on the reverse of the knitting. Darn in all ends.

3. With right sides facing join the cast on and cast off edges by 7.5cm (3in) on each side.

Fold the bag so that the hanger opening is situated on the top fold. Smooth the peg bag flat and then sew along both selvedges. Turn right side out and insert coat hanger.


Kindle Case

BY LISA FORDHAM
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You Will Need:

3.5mm (US size 4) knitting needles

2 × 50g balls dark purple yarn (MC)

1 × 50g ball pink yarn (C), Patons Diploma Gold DK Charcoal (06298) and Cyclamen (06123)

Pink felt

Two square buttons

1. Knit the kindle case following the pattern below:

Front

Cast on 23sts in MC yarn. Start moss stitch:

Row 1: (K1, p1) to end of row.

Row 2: As row 1.

Work 12 rows in pattern.

Change to C yarn and work 8 rows.

Change back to main colour and work until knitting measures 14cm (51⁄2in). Cast off.

Back

Cast on 23sts in MC yarn and work in moss stitch until back measures 24cm (91⁄2in) to allow for flap. Cast off.

2. Make a lining from pink felt to match the size of the knitted cover.

3. Place lining inside the knitted cover and finish by using blanket stitch to attach the lining to the inside of the flap.

4. Attach the buttons to the front and make two small holes in the flap for the buttonholes. Blanket stitch around the buttonholes to give a clean edge.


Techniques

Knitting abbreviations

Abbreviations are used in knitting patterns to shorten commonly used terms so that the instructions are easier to read and a manageable length. The following is a list of the abbreviations you need to make the projects in this book. All knitting patterns in this book use UK terminology. The tinted panel below lists the most common differences between US and UK knitting terms.

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Knitting in the round
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Grafting

Working from right to left, insert the tapestry needle from the back of the work through the first stitch on each edge and pull the yarn through. Continue in this way, forming a new row of stitches.

I-cord

1. Cast on a small number of stitches on a circular or double-pointed needle. Push the stitches to the other end of the needle and turn the needle, so the first stitch you’ll knit is the first one you cast on.

2. Knit the stitches, making sure you pull the yarn tight for the first stitch. Move the stitches to the other end of the needle. Repeat this process until the i-cord is the desired length.

Changing yarn colour

Insert the tip of the right-hand needle into the next stitch, place the cut end of the new colour over the old colour and over the tip of the right-hand needle. Take the working end of the new colour and knit the next stitch, pulling the cut end off the needle over the working end as the stitch is formed so it is not knitted in. Hold the cut end down against the back of the work. Once you’ve joined in all the colours that you need across the row, on the return row twist the yarns to join the blocks of colour together. When you change colour, always pick up the new colour from under the old yarn.
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casting off
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Knitting Charts

Knitting charts are read from the bottom upwards. Each square represents a stitch. Read the odd rows (knit rows) from right to left and the even rows (purl rows) from left to right.

Busy Bee Cushion
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Kitten Mittens (Swiss darning chart)

Each square on the chart represents one knitted stitch ‘v’ shaped stitch, each line represents a straight stitch which runs diagonally across a stitch. And is worked after the squares have been darned in.
